12th Annual Northalsted Halloween Parade Details
Triangle Neighbors, a branch of the Lake View Citizens’ Council (LVCC), is pleased to present the 12th annual Northalsted Halloween Parade on Friday, October 31, 2008.   Triangle Neighbors has been organizing this free event since its inception in conjunction with the Northalsted Area Merchants Association (NAMA) and the local SSA.  Lake View Citizens’ Council (LVCC) is a 501(C).3 non-profit, civic organization serving the Lakeview community on the north side of Chicago, Illinois since 1952.  Details about LVCC can be found at www.lakeviewcitizens.org.  
Triangle Neighbors represents the residents and businesses bounded by Clark, Halsted, and Addison in the Lakeview community.  One of the most important initiatives for Triangle is to build a community garden park at 815-817 W Roscoe.  Through various fundraising efforts including the parade, Triangle has raised over $1.2 Million to acquire two adjacent lots and is in the process of building the actual garden park.  Details about the park can be found at www.lakeviewcitizens.org/parkdesign.asp. 
The Halloween Parade itself is a free costume contest for kids, pets, adults and groups.  Each year, local businesses donate thousands of dollars worth of cash and prizes and defray the costs associated with the event.  Last year’s theme, “Fire Breathin”, featured multiple dragons and a pyrotechnic show.  Details about last year’s parade can be found at www.lakeviewcitizens.org/halloween.asp.  
The parade kicks off at Belmont and Halsted at 7PM and continues north.  Due to the large number of spectators (over 10,000) and participants (over 200), Triangle Neighbors decided to expand the 2008 parade north to Addison (versus stopping at Cornelia).  Following the parade, awards will be given out at a main stage located at Roscoe and Halsted.  Triangle Neighbors has hired Chicago Special Events Management (CSEM) to coordinate the necessary permits and manage the parade operations.  Details about CSEM can be found at www.chicagoevents.com. 
Thousands are expected to either participate in or view the parade which has quickly grown to become one of the Chicago area's must-attend Halloween events. The parade draws a broad mix of area residents including children and families.  The iconic annual parade is always guaranteed to be one of the city's most outrageous and imaginative Halloween celebrations.  TV stations, newspapers and community publications cover the event.   

The 12th annual event—held on one of Chicago's most eclectic streets—will step off at 7:00 p.m. on Friday evening, October 31, 2008 from Belmont (3200N) and Halsted (800W).  The 2008 theme will feature “Rats” of all sorts.   Winners of the costume contest for kids and pets will be announced immediately after the parade.  The audience will decide the ultimate costume contest winner from the adult and group categories.  Free registration for the costume contest for children, pets, adults and groups begins at 5:30 p.m. at Spin, 800 W. Belmont.
Sponsors cover the costs of putting on the parade.  In exchange, sponsors are mentioned in the various promotional materials (Triangle emails, parade Web site, posters, print advertisements) and can place signage along the parade route.   Sponsorship packages start at $250 and up.   Only official parade sponsors may display any type of commercial materials or distribute advertising/samples.

Logistically speaking, parade participants must register in advance and be staged at Belmont/Halsted at 6:30PM.  Each participant (including those in groups) must wear parade identification in order to march.  Halsted (from Belmont to Addison) will be closed to traffic beginning at 6:30PM until approximately 9:00PM.   The parade itself takes approximately 45 minutes.   The area north of the main stage (Cornelia to Addison) will be re-opened to traffic immediately after the parade.  Local celebrity personalities and elected officials judge and MC the parade.

The timeline for the 2008 parade is:

· July 2008
File any necessary paperwork for permits and insurance

· July 2008
Finalize theme and develop promotional materials

· July 2008
Solicit parade sponsorships

· Sep 2008
Finalize logistic details with the City and Police Department

· Oct 2008
Promote and hold the event
