WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH  

 MINUTES FROM DECEMBER 11th MEETING:

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek called the meeting to order at 7:45 p.m.  Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond- Vice-President, James Bail-Corresponding Secretary and Area Directors-Marie Poppy, Frank Nussbaum and Jim Masini. Excused officers were Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary, Norb Tatro-Treasurer, Aaron Harkin and Jeannie Sticher-Area Directors.  A quorum was present.  

Presentation by Larry Wrobel of Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital on the Planned Development and request for letter of support: Wrobel introduced Susan Lopez, President, and York Chan, Director of Facilities. Wrobel has been to CLVN several times to present information on the acquisition of Inter America School property and development of the property through a Planned Development. Currently, the hospital has buildings on the campus that range in age from 1903-1976. The hospital would like to move forward with the Planned Development by presenting their plans to the Zoning Department in early 2009 and seek community support for their amendment to their Planned Development (PD). The primary goal of the hospital is to increase the number of private beds from 11% to 51% which would reduce shared rooms and meet standards of care for hospitals. The PD would improve standards of care, allow for the hospital to upgrade technology, improve operational facilities such as sprinklers/life safety, house services in one designated area instead of currently being scattered on the campus and increase the flow of the campus. The new building will not add additional beds or expand services but would improve the delivery of health care services. The proposed new building would be designed in step construction. The Barry side would be about the size of the residential homes across the street or about 49 feet in height. The Barry side will be designed to blend in with the residential character of Barry. The front part of the building would be set back 56 feet from the curb. The first three floors of the 11 story building would house the emergency room, labor/ob/gyn and surgery. Floors 4-11 would be 159 feet in height and house ICU, mechanical, surgical and patient beds. A green roof would be located on the 4th floor and the exterior land on Barry would be landscaped. The building would be LEED certified to meet environmental requirements. The FAR (floor area ratio) for the new building would be 3.8 which is similar to other neighborhood hospitals. Consultant firms were hired to do a study on circulation and traffic flows. The hospital is proposing to close Wilton and convert that area into a landscaped park. Landscaping will be done on the Barry and Nelson sides of the proposed new building. The emergency room will be located on the Nelson side and the staging area now on Wellington will be relocated to Nelson. Ambulances and police cars now located on Wellington will be moved to Nelson. Designated areas on Nelson will be used as a staging area for the police and ambulances. The hospital did a parking study and found that of the 1400 parking spaces available in their garages approximately 70-85 % was being used. There will be no increase in the number of beds so the hospital does not expect and increase in parking needs. Nelson, Sheffield and Wilton will lose parking spaces under the plan and Wellington may regain some spaces. 
Neighbors who live on Barry and were present at the meeting voiced concerns about the construction of the building concerning the glass front of the proposed building. Wrobel reported the glass is spandrel and is tinted so individuals can see out while others can not see in. Theses 3-4 floors facing Barry will likely not be lit at night since some of this area will be used as office space and imaging which will not be open at night. The neighbors asked the hospital to consider changing the glass into masonry to fit in with the community and asked for a light/shadow study for the proposed structure. Neighbors were concerned of the noise level from mechanical areas on the 4th and 11th floors. Wrobel reported the noise level on the roof would be 58 decibels or the sound of a car going down a street. Some residents were not convinced of this information. The residents to the east of the proposed building raised concerns that egress from their building would change with the building being built. Wrobel questioned why the representative of the group had never made this point known to the hospital and indicated he will address this concern. Neighbors inquired as to the status of the parking lot now located on Sheffield and Wellington. Wrobel told the group if the PD is approved then the hospital would place the lot for sale. The hospital would hold onto the land until the status of the PD is decided. Alderman Tunney has informed the hospital he would like to see the land sold and developed into mixed use to improve Sheffield with retail on the first floor. Other residents were concerned that parking meters would be relocated further east along Barry and Wrobel suggested this was an issue to address with Alderman Tunney. 

Wrobel stated the project would be conducted in three phases: the construction of the new building, the demolition of a few smaller buildings along Dayton and relocating/planning facilities which would take place over several years. The PD process would take 12-18 months to move through the city and then the hospital would seek an internal process for capitol funding. It could take years for the project to be completed which will likely be after 2014. 

 Wrobel asked CLVN for a letter of support for the Planned Development. Marsalek commented that Wrobel will need to return to the January meeting and make a second presentation. The matter has been referred to the CLVN Planning and Zoning Committee for review and this committee will make a recommendation to the membership prior to a vote on this subject. The vote will most likely occur at the January meeting unless the CLVN Planning and Zoning committee may need more time. Members eligible to vote must have their dues paid thirty (30) days prior to the vote.  Wrobel asked individuals to email their questions or comments to Marsalek at marsalek@urbancom.net. Marsalek thanked Lopez, Wrobel and Chan for attending and making the presentation. Marsalek indicated that a public meeting will be held after the hospital files the required documents for the Planned Development. 
Susan Lopez and Marie Poppy discussed the hospital’s further commitment to green space and support of the Weisman Park Advisory Council plans for fund raising for the renovation of Weisman Park. Poppy was pleased to announce that the hospital met with her and Ald. Tunney earlier in the week and the hospital committed to provide a matching fund up to $250,000. Poppy informed the group this is a truly generous donation of the hospital. The total cost for renovation of the park is $750,000 and the community will need to raise $500,000. The Chicago Park District will fund 1/3 of the project or $250,000. Poppy indicated that the target date for the renovation will be 2010/2011. Some planned renovations will include new equipment for ages 5-12, an updated splash station, picnic areas and new sand tables, decorative benches and additional landscaping. The park renovation will be a wonderful enhancement to our neighborhood. Poppy thanked Marsalek and CLVN for their fundraising efforts.

Police personnel indicated that less police personnel will be able to attend the CAPS meeting due to budget cuts and only the staff working the shift of the meeting will be attending. The issue of loud parties at 1102-1104 W. Wellington has been resolved due to the cold weather. The homeless issue at 742 W. Diversey was not discussed as none of the individuals present at the meeting had any further information. The schedule of the 2009 CAPS meetings will be Feb. 12, April 9, June 11, August 13, Oct. 8 and Dec. 10. A speaker from Internal Affairs was present to indicate that racial profiling is prohibited by the Chicago Police Department and the police must articulate the reason for the stop. Complaints about police can be made to 312-745-3591 or contact the Independent Police Review Authority at 10 W. 35th Street, 12th Floor, 60653. Information needed would be the date, time, location and identifying details. Individuals making a complaint must sign a sworn affidavit. Compliments about police can be made to 3510 S. Michigan 60653 or at www.ipra.chicago.org and go to the section on complimentary remarks. News issued raised were delivery drivers for Chicago Pizza parking illegally and lack of parking enforcement against these vehicles which the police will look into for the next meeting.  The police offered holiday safety tips of warning guests from out of town or the suburbs to lock their cars and remove valuable items before leaving their cars. Another issue raised was the noise from the Union and Mix bars on Halsted from patrons when leaving and bands playing. Neighbors were encouraged to contact the Department of Business Affairs that oversees the licensing of these establishments. Another concern was raised about Kirkwood that underage drinking was occurring, capacity being exceeded and patrons littering when leaving. The neighbor inquired as to sending under coverage police to check on underage drinking for capacity issues. The police responded to call 911 and that they will look into this issue for the next meeting.
