WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH
MINUTES FROM JUNE 10, 2010 MEETING
CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond-Vice-President and Area Director Marie Poppy. Excused officers were Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary, Alan Zenoff-Treasurer, Elizabeth Dale-Corresponding Secretary, Aaron Harkin, Jim Masini and Joe Ravelingeen-Area Directors. A quorum was present.
Side-Walk Café License request from Mad River at 2909 N. Sheffield: Marc Calabreta (General Manager) made a second presentation for Mad River to request an outdoor sidewalk café license. Marsalek indicated that Mad River had appeared at the last meeting and since we had a two meeting rule they were required to return for a second presentation. The request was voted upon at the last meeting in the form of a straw poll due to time being of the essence. A unanimous vote of 30 members were in favor of the request with no one voting against. Marsalek read from the prior minutes the proposal of Mad River: they desires to sell more food for more of a restaurant feel than a bar feel. The sidewalk café will have a total of 20 seats (two 2-tops and four 4- tops). It will be six feet away from the building and they will install wrought iron fencing and wooden planters to match the façade of the building. The sidewalk café hours will be 11 am to 10pm. It will be adjacent to Soprano’s patio. Mad River agreed to move the tables after the patio closed to provide for more sidewalk space. The sidewalk cafe area would be closed before the line starts at approximately 11:30 pm. Marsalek made a motion to approve the request which was seconded by Diamond. The vote was 17 in favor, none against and no abstentions. The motion passed.   

Request for a liquor license by Nori at 954 W. Diversey:  This was the second presentation by Tony Kammaty, owner of Nori Sushi Restaurant which has been open for six months now.  They would like to be able to serve Saki and some beers from Japan.  There will be no hard alcohol and the focus is food.  They will sell liquor from 11am to 10:30pm Monday through Thursday, Friday and Saturday they will be open until 12 midnight.  It is currently a BYO restaurant. The owner of Prestige Liquor 946 W. Diversey opposed the request for a license and indicated that there are enough restaurants and liquor stores in the area already. He stated there are four liquor licenses on the block. CLMA (Central Lake View Merchants Association) indicated they are in support on Nori’s liquor license. The vote was 18 in favor of, 1 opposed and no abstentions. The motion passed.   
Treasurer’s Report: Marsalek reported for Zenoff that income was $10 (dues). Expenses were $190.80 web hosting service, $306.61 Beautification and $350 to Parkways as CLVN donation from flower sale. The balances are checking $9241.30 ($5946.30 is general fund, $1,295.00 is Beautification Fund and $2,000.00 is Legal Fund), savings $4,293.85 and CD $2,134.63
LVCC Report: Marsalek reported for Steinberg who was unable to attend the last LVCC meeting due to being on vacation. The LVCC Music Fest will be held on Aug. 28 & 29th at Addison and Sheffield. Branches are being provided the opportunity to bartend at the beer tent for an hour and the branch keeps the tips. Send Marsalek an email at Marsalek@urbancom.net if you can be a bartender with the CLVN shift and for more information. 
LVCC is planning a Wine Tasting in the fall at Captain Morgan’s.   

President’s announcements: Marsalek reported that the CLVN Block Party will be held on Aug. 21 on the 1000 block of George.  Send Marsalek an email with the sex and age of the child for prizes. We will have a fire truck, jumping jack and other children’s activities in the afternoon from 2-5 p.m. Dinner will be served from 5-7 (hamburgers, hot dogs etc.).  We are asking for a donation of $10 per family and $5 per individual. Raffle prizes will also be available. Marsalek attended a meeting at St. Joseph Hospital on behalf of CLVN. The hospital has a new program of community outreach that will be introduced in late summer or early fall and more details will be provided.  There is no meeting in August for CLVN. Senator Cullerton and Congressman Quigley have been invited to be our speaker at the September meeting.  
Approval of Minutes: Riegler moved to approve the minutes which was seconded by Diamond.  The vote was 15 in favor of, no votes against and 3 abstentions.   
Weisman Park Report: There is still a small gap needed to meet the financial goal. The bids for the project are due tomorrow and the amount of the gap will depend on the final bid amount. Poppy is optimistic the bids may come in less than plan; which is what the Park District has shared with the Advisory Council. Poppy thanked the community, local businesses, Central Lake View and residents for supporting this project. The funds came to the fund in many ways. In addition, to the many fundraisers, the brick sale was quite successful. The money raised came from the generous donations of individuals, grants (Cubs Care, John Merlo Sports Program, Enterprise Rent A Car and Friends of the Park, a matching grant from Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital and Alderman Tunney’s support. Construction will occur this year and should take about 90 days to complete. Poppy will communicate to Marsalek the final amount needed (if required) to reach the goal of $600, 000.00. Marsalek thanked Poppy for her work on this project.   
P&Z Committee Report: Poppy reported all documents have been exchanged and filed for 1120 W. Wolfram and the matter is now completed. All the committee is doing now is managing the agreement. The next agreement/project is to wrap up the Restrictive Covenant on the Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital Planned Development and the goal is to get this document to the hospital by July 1, 2010. The committee is waiting for a few more exhibits from the hospital’s zoning attorney before we forward our draft agreement.     
CDDC Report: Poppy reported on two months of activity for the CDDC including the proposed development at Addison and Clark. The project has decreased in size from 22 stories to 8 stories. Some neighborhood groups are seeking to have this building height reduced to 6 stories. On the residential property phase, the developer has now stated that on site management will be present and there will be a liaison with the Alderman’s Office. A hearing on the PD is set for June 17. 
The Alderman has introduced a number of ordinances. One is to move the peddlers and bucket boys to an area of two blocks from Wrigley Field for traffic/security reasons. A second ordinance was introduced for licensing of Pedicabs which would require insurance and other regulations to size/weight. A third ordinance pending to limit residential units to be rented as vacation units. This is apparently a new problem that has come up during the soft housing market. The new police station at Addison just west of Halsted for the 23rd District should be done by late summer or early fall. The City has come to the Alderman and asked for pedestrian streets to be expanded along Belmont and Clark. Specifically, Belmont from Sheffield to Racine and Clark from Addison to Newport. The area will be more pedestrian friendly and will expand the commercial area within the Ward. . Dominick’s on Broadway has been returned to their original zoning with a hope to return this site just as a grocery store and no longer a mixed use project of residential and grocery. More information should be provided in a month or so. Trader Joe’s is opening a new store at Diversey and Orchard.   
Presentation by Mike Lufrano of the Chicago Cubs: Lufrano is the Vice President of Community Affairs and the General Counsel to the Cubs. Lufrano reported the Toyota sign is up at Wrigley which will bring in advertising revenue. The team agreed to no further signs in the outfield for 4 years. The Ricketts Family are the new owners and are making more family friendly events possible. Children can run the bases after games on Sundays. The ball park has some improvements for the new season. The triangle area will be built. The Cub are looking at a 5-6 story building with a Cubs Hall of Fame, restaurants, store and space for the players. The goal is to present a plan in the next 12 months. The concerts have been set for Sept. 17 & 18. The Cubs will have a Father’s Day event where you can run bases, catch the ball and tour the dugout for $150 per person. If you want to watch from the stands the cost is $15-20. Cubs Care gave one million dollars to local charities. The Cubs gave Weisman Park $25,000.00. A minor league game will be played on July 7, 2010 and the tickets are $5 for the game with the Cubs minor league team and the Kane County Cougars.  A Northwestern Football game will be held on Nov. 20 in the afternoon or evening. The Cubs have contacted the FAA about a no fly zone 1 hour before and after the games to be enforced. Neighbors can sign up for the Cubs newsletter at www.cubs.com/neighbors. Marsalek thanked Lufrano for reporting to CLVN. Marsalek also thanked the Cubs for letting the neighborhood organization sell Cubs tickets as a fundraiser.  
Alderman Tunney’s Report by Max Bever: Bever congratulated the Chicago Black Hawks and told us that Jonathon Toews was in the neighborhood and had breakfast at Ann Sather’s. City sticker sales are in progress and the sticker expires June 30th. There is a 2 week grace period to July 15th. You can purchase the city sticker on line, by mail, 2550 W. Addison, currency exchanges and at some banks. Ald. Daley (June 19th from 9-2 p.m.) and Ald. Shiller (July 14 from 10-6 p.m) are selling stickers. A sexual assault occurred on the 900 block of George. Bever thanked all those who have held safety seminars including Central Lake View Merchants Association. Call 911 if you see a suspicious individuals or activity. Lock you doors, windows for your house and garage. Remove valuable items from your cars. The police are driving through alleys since there has been some suspicious activity in alleys. Honda’s are being target for theft. Signs may have been posted on Kenmore for tree trimming. Tree trimming also promotes better lighting which is a safety issue. Oakdale continues with the sewer project. Clifton will have water work. . The schedule for new street lights from Oakdale to Diversey is pending. The alderman receives menu money of $1.3-4 million. Street lights come this item and cost $500,000.00-700, 000.00 for a few blocks. A concern was raised for works parking in the alley at 1010 W. George. Marsalek told the individual to call the police and these vehicles can be ticketed. A new park is located on the 2900 block of Burling. Bever encouraged everyone to sign up for the 44th Ward newsletter. Tree planting will occur in the fall if there is more than five feet of sidewalk. Send an email to the Alderman’s office if you want a tree planted. It is likely there will be no trees planted in 2011 so they want to put in as many requests as needed.    
Beautification Committee: Marsalek indicated the corners have been planted and look great. Thanks to all who helped plant and water the corners. We hope to add more corners soon. Also Marsalek is working with SELVN and the Lake View East Chamber of Commerce to get flower pots/planters on Halsted soon. Poppy asked for the Chase area to have their trash area concealed. Marsalek indicated she will contact SELVN as this is their area.  
Old Business: The request to have the crosswalks at Clark and Halsted painted has been submitted to the Alderman’s office. There art/sculpture at the Diversey El station according to the CTA can not be unveiled yet as it is unstable and the artist needs to do more work with the piece. Bever reported the CTA ordered an emergency report for the safety of the area with the sculpture and information should be provided soon.  
New Business: Poppy requested volunteers for the George street side of Agassiz to pull weeds and work on the planter boxes. There is no scheduled time to do the work and you can work on your own schedule. Send Poppy an email if you want to volunteer at mariepoppy@comcast.com.   
Adjournment: A motion was made by Riegler to adjourn the meeting and the motion was seconded by Diamond.                 The motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 9:02 p.m.
