WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH  

 DRAFT MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 9th MEETING:

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek called the meeting to order at 7:45 p.m. Officers in attendance:  Jim Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary, Aaron Harkin and Jim Masini-Area Directors. Excused officers were Terry Diamond-Vice President, Norb Tatro-Treasurer, Marie Poppy, Frank Nussbaum and Jeannie Sticher-Area Directors. A quorum was present. 

Approval of Minutes: A motion was made by Karen Gaus to approve the September minutes which was seconded by Jim Masini. The motion passed unanimously to accept the minutes.  
Alderman’s Report: Rohan reported the Chicago Marathon will be held on Sunday October 12th and there will be street closures which are listed on the 44th Ward website. Voter registration has closed but there is a grace period to register and vote at 69 W. Washington. Early voting is from October 13-30. Send Marsalek an email at marsalek@urbancom.net with your address and name and indicate if you want a black garbage cart removed or a new blue cart added.  
Presentation by Representative John Fritchey: Rep. Fritchey reported that he worked on several pieces of legislation including a bill (which is now law) to prohibit individuals from receiving contributions from individuals to whom they have awarded a contract over $50,000. This new law takes effect January 1, 2009. Fritchey is working on individual awareness of tiff’s and to create legislation for this process of tax incentives. Fritchey is also supporting the Con-Con or call for the holding of a constitutional convention which is the first item on the November ballot. Under law every twenty years the voters have the opportunity to review the state constitution. Delegates would be elected to review the constitution. Issues to be addressed could include school funding, redistricting, recall procedures and amendatory veto powers of the governor. A panel discussion on this issue will be held at the library located on Melrose on October 20, 2008 at 7p.m. Opponents have raised the issue of cost to hold a convention. The state budget is balanced and the house passed a measure to stop expenditures unless money is available to pay for the state’s bills. The senate and governor wanted to continue spending without funds to pay existing bills. Illinois has the worst funding for the pension system.  Illinois has raised fees on businesses and now the businesses are leaving instead of adding to the state revenue. The sales tax was raised and individuals are buying items were the tax is lower. Fritchey encouraged voters to vote early as Election Day may be busy. Fritchey can be contacted at mystaterep@aol.com. Marsalek thanked him for speaking to CLVN.    
LVCC Report: Marsalek provided a report as neither CLVN representative was able to attend the October meeting.  LVCC will hold its fundraiser known as the Founder’s Club (formerly known as the Century Club) on Tuesday November 11th at Harry Caray’s from 7- p.m. Tickets start at $50 and a portion of ticket sales will be sent to support our troops. The Lake View Food Pantry needs donations of food and money due to the economic climate.  A nondenominational Thanksgiving service will be held on November 18th and individuals attending will be asked to donate food items or cash which will be donated to the Lake View Food Pantry. LVCC will be sending a letter to Ald. Tunney opposing the proposed development for Clark and Addison due to height and density.  Link & Drink (networking event) will be held on Wednesday October 15th from 6-8 p.m. for $10 at Bar Celona, 3474 N.  Clark with a scotch tasting.        
Treasurer’s Report:  Marsalek read a report which was submitted by Tatro due to his excused absence. The treasury of CLVN holds $22,271 which includes the checking, savings and two CD’s. The only significant expense was $63 to Jim Bail for newsletter expenses. The Weisman Renovation fund has $5,364.    

CDDC Report: Marsalek read a report at was submitted by Diamond, Alternate to the CDDC, due to the excused absence of Diamond. The developer for a project at Clark and Addison previously made a presentation to the CDDC and his plans were rejected by the community due to size and density. The developer was told to come back plans that reduced the scale and height for the development. The developer came to the CDDC on September 25th with new plans and the project is now bigger than the initial plans. The developer has obtained more property since the first plans. The current plans are- height 105’, residential units increased from 150 to 196 and the building will be 9 stories, the hotel rooms increased from 137 to 165 and the height would be 10 stories, retail space has increased,  the actual site  has increased, parking spaces have increased from 502 to 509. The plan is to reduce the density on Clark and add more density to Addison.  A member asked if there was any news on Sappano Paints and Marsalek informed him she had no news as to the status of the property.   An inquiry was made as to the status of the property on the southwest corner of Wellington at Sheffield. Marsalek reported the building is under renovation and permits are posted. The first floor will be commercial and the second floor residential lofts.       

Announcements: Marsalek announced that a representative of the Counseling Center of Lake View will be the guest speaker at the Nov. 13th meeting to inform us of their programs and the need for public funds.  A holiday reception will be held at the December 11th meeting. Members are asked to bring donations of nonperishable food or cash to these three meetings and these donations will be turned over to the Lake View Food Pantry.  Agassiz and CLVN will be holding a Halloween Party on Sat. Oct. 25th from 10-1p.m. at the school. Activities include face painting, story telling, pumpkin decorating, balloon makers and breakfast by Ann Sather. CLVN will be selling taffy apples, popcorn balls, hot chocolate, cider and water. All profits from the CLVN sales will be dedicated to the Weisman Park renovation fund.  Treat or Treating for businesses on Broadway will be held on Sunday Oct. 26th at 3 p.m and trick or treators should meet at Nettlehorst School to start the festivities. Trick or Treating will be held at the businesses on Southport on Oct. 31 starting at 4 p.m.  Triangle Neighbors will hold their annual parade on Halsted on Friday Oct. 31st. Halsted will be closed from Belmont to Addison and registration will held at Spin, 800 W. Belmont starting at 5:30 for the costume contest. South Lake View Neighbors voted favorably to support a zoning change of R3.5 zoning to R4 on the 1400 and 1500 blocks on Diversey. The Renaissance St Luke’s senior project has begun construction and the project will last 18-24 months. The Centrum development at Lincoln and Belmont has now changed from condo’s to either rental or commercial development and will be a smaller project. Dominick’s broke ground on Broadway and construction has begun to rebuild the store. Ennis Shells is leaving Advocate and Marsalek wished him well. Shells was the hospital liaison with our group and did an outstanding job. He will be missed.  Winestyles, a new business in the area, was not able to attend the meeting tonight and will come to another of our meetings.   
CTA Report: Marsalek reported on behalf of Tatro, CLVN representative for the Brown Line Task Force. The exits on the north side of Diversey are due to reopen in mid-November. Work on the Belmont station is on schedule for the elimination of the triple track operation in December.  Wellington will reopen in the summer of 2009.    

Standing Committees:

Weisman Park Renovation:  Marsalek reported that a fundraiser has been planned for the park on November 12th at Noodles, located at 2813 N. Broadway from 4-10 p.m. The restaurant will donate 25% of the sales for dining in and carry out. A coupon must be presented and the coupon will be emailed and available at the meetings.  Meetings for Weisman Park will be held on October 16 at Agassiz at 10 a.m. in room 302 and at 7p.m. at Advocate Illinois Masonic in room 1801 to plan 2009 fundraisers.

Adjournment:  Aaron Harkin made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Jim Bail to adjourn.  The motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.  

CAPS REPORT 19th District - Beat 1932 (boundary - Diversey to Belmont between Lincoln & Clark): 

The number of police personnel attending the CAPS meetings will decrease due to budget restraints. The issues raised at the June meeting were revisited. The traffic in the alley behind the 3000-3100 block of Sheffield is still steady with individuals taking the alley to avoid the light at Wellington and Sheffield. 10 out of 23 burglaries in the area occurred where individuals opened screens or doors to gain entry. The police reminded us to lock doors and windows. New concerns raised were drunk individuals loitering in front of North Community Bank/Walgreen’s on Diversey at Halsted, individuals not stopping at stop signs along Racine and along Wellington, loud parties at 1102 & 1104 W. Wellington and individuals being loud when walking west on Wellington after the bars close and littering with beer/alcohol bottles on the parkways. The bar representatives at the meeting indicated they try to keep patrons quiet when leaving but they have little authority to control patrons on the sidewalks.  Another individual mentioned that her condo doors have been damaged by patrons after leaving bars. The police suggested posting signs that the building is under surveillance to discourage individuals from wanting to commit at crime at that building. The next CAPS meeting will be held on December 11, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital, 814 W. Nelson, Clarke Auditorium, and 7th Floor.
