WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH  

 MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 12th MEETING:

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek called the meeting to order at 7: 33 p.m. Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond- Vice-President, Jim Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Norb Tatro-Treasurer and Area Director-Marie Poppy. Excused officers were Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary and Area Directors- Frank Nussbaum, Jeannie Sticher, Aaron Harkin and Jim Masini. A quorum was present.  

Moment of Silence: Marsalek asked for a moment of silence in remembrance of September 11th. 
Approval of Minutes: A motion was made by Christy Sinnott to approve the July minutes which was seconded by Karen Gaus. The motion passed unanimously to accept the minutes.  
LVCC Report: Kevin Jackson, LVCC representative, provided a report. The results of the LVCC survey on Cubs games being held on Friday or Saturday evenings are now posted on the LVCC website. LVCC took no position on this matter as there was no formal request made by the Cubs for weekend games.  LVCC will hold its fundraiser known as the Founder’s Club (formerly known as the Century Club) on Tuesday November 11th at Harry Caray’s. A portion of the ticket sales will be sent to Veteran’s Groups. More details will follow. The Lake View Food Pantry needs donations of food and money due to the economic climate.  A nondenominational Thanksgiving service will be held on November 18th and individuals attending will be asked to donate food items or cash which will be donated to the Lake View Food Pantry.     
Treasurer’s Report:  Tatro reported our account holds $11,187.00. The Beautification fund holds approximately $1,700 and the Weisman Park Renovation Fund has $5,364. CLVN officers are exploring insurance options for the organization if we hold future events. CLVN purchased an insurance policy for the Block Party and we had donations to cover the cost for the additional rider. Poppy indicated that CLVN may want to have future events in public places to avoid having to buy supplemental liability insurance. Marsalek indicated that the Executive Board will report on their findings on this issue.   

CDDC Report: Poppy reported the June meeting addressed the planned development for Advocate Illinois Masonic and the LVCC Survey on weekend night baseball games. There was no July meeting and the August meeting addressed Cubs traffic, peddlers at Wrigley and a proposed breezeway ordinance. Alderman Tunney and Vi Daley are co-sponsoring this ordinance which would eliminate back yards. Most members of the CDDC see this in direct conflict with the community recommendations of the master plan. Alderman Tunney said that this ordinance would need 26 votes to pass. It is likely to move slowly (if at all) as this issue is viewed by the balance of the council as an issue for a few north side wards. The developer of Clark and Addison will return will revised plans for review by the committee at the next meeting on September 24th. All meetings are open to the public and the next meeting will be held on September 25th at Ann Sathers at 909 W. Belmont.       

Alderman’s Report: Bennett Lawson reported he is now a resident of CLVN and has joined as a member. Summer is winding down and fall projects are being addressed. The lighting on Racine between Diversey and Belmont should be completed this fall. This project is a joint project with Alderman Waugespack for both sides of Racine to receive the new lights. Barry has been paved from 800-1000 west.  
Announcements: Marsalek reported the schedule of meetings with speakers are Oct. 9-Rep. John Fritchey.  The October meeting falls on Yom Kippur and she apologized for any inconvenience on keeping the meeting on that date.  The Lake View Counseling Center will be invited to speak at the Nov. 13 meeting as they have been severely cut with their state funded budget. A holiday reception will be held at the December 11th meeting. Members are asked to bring donations of nonperishable food or cash to these three meetings and these donations will be turned over to the Lake View Food Pantry. The Cubs playoffs will start in early October. A schedule is located on the Cubs website. The National Hockey League will hold a hockey game at Wrigley Field on Jan. 1, 2009 and the community has requested community tickets be set aside. More details to follow.  East Lake View Neighbors is holding an Octoberfest on September 28th. The East Lake View Chamber of Merchants will hold its Art Fair September 13-14 on Broadway. Triangle Neighbors will hold their annual parade on Halsted on Friday Oct. 31st. Halsted will be closed from Belmont to Roscoe and registration will held at Spin, 800 W. Belmont starting at 5:30 for the costume contest. We have a new business in the area, Coach House, located at 950 W. Wolfram. Marsalek talked to the owner and asked him to join CLVN. The new owner was also asked to come to CLVN to make a presentation on the business.  A new police station and parking garage will be built along Addison to replace the existing station at Addison and Halsted. The parking garage will offer spaces for the public. The existing station will be landmarked. An affordable housing complex will be build where the former Midas was on Halsted.  Marsalek will be creating a master list for the removal of black carts and the addition of blue carts. Send an email to Marsalek at Marsalek@urbancom.net with your name, address, serial number of the black can you want removed and indicate if you want any additional blue carts. The list will be sent to Alderman Tunney’s office and we will work closely to see the cans are addressed quickly.  You can register for cell phone and for text alerts in case of an emergency by going to www.alertchicago.org. South Lake View Neighbors are looking to change the R3.5 zoning to R4 on the 1400 and 1500 blocks on Diversey. The Renaissance St Luke’s senior project has begun construction and the project will last 18-24 months. The Centrum development at Lincoln and Belmont has now changed from condo’s to rental.  Thanks was offered to Karen Gaus, Jeannie Sticher and the Prices for all their help on the CLVN Block Party. The event was fun and we raised money for Weisman Park renovation. Agassiz and CLVN will hold a joint Halloween Party on Saturday Oct. 25 from 10-1 p.m. Breakfast will be provided by Ann Sathers, there will be face painting, stories read, a Halloween costume contest, balloon making and many other activities. More details to follow.     
Presentation by Enterprise Rental on Sheffield: Sandy Sassano, Regional Manager, made a presentation on the site improvement for their neighborhood operation. Sassano showed pictures of the St. Charles location which will be similar to the building improvement at the Sheffield location. Enterprise is addressing the drainage issue so that water will no longer be flowing from the parking lot onto the sidewalk and street. Sassano hopes to start work in thirty days. Enterprise signed a new 20 year lease. It was suggested that Enterprise contact the alderman’s office about redoing the sidewalk in front of their property to address water puddles and questions they may have on signage. Sassano will take into consideration additional landscape and enhancements. A member commented that the fence improved the look of the property. Marsalek asked the business to consider joining CLVN.   

CTA Report: Tatro reported there was no August meeting of the Brown Line Task Force and the next meeting is scheduled for September. The construction is currently on time with the schedule.  

Standing Committees:

Membership: Marsalek reported on behalf of Jeannie Sticher that a membership brochure is now available. Marsalek thanked Sticher for her efforts on the brochure. The brochure will be distributed to block captains for distribution for a membership drive.  
Weisman Park Renovation: Poppy reported that the lemonade stands at the garden walk raised $765. Poppy thanked the families who worked on the fundraising stands. There is now signage at the park announcing the renovation and fund raising efforts. Two covered plastic boxes have been donated by Matthew Shrake and placed at Weisman for distribution of informational flyers. This has captured the attention of new families who are volunteering on the project. A logo is being created and will be used on promotional materials. The committee is developing a schedule for 2009 fundraising activities. The total funds needed for the project is $750,000. The community goal is at least $50,000. In addition to fund raising other sources will be explored including grants, partnerships with the business groups such as the chamber and Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital as part of their green space contribution as part of their Planned Development. The goal is to have the park completed by late 2010/early 2011.
