MINUTES

1. Call to order and roll call
Meeting called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Dedes-Nowak

2. Approval of prior minutes
Ludwig moved and DeMille seconded to approve the minutes from Feb. 4, 2010, meeting of the Board of Directors. Motion carried by voice.

3. Chicago Hospitality presentation on Clark Street Bars - Pat Doerr
Pat Doerr from Chicago Hospitality presented on the economic contributions of restaurants and bars in the neighborhood. Chicago Hospitality is a chamber for locally-owned, small hospitality businesses in the city. They have 18 members in the Wrigleyville area. Chicago has the highest restaurant sales tax rate in the country and is one of the toughest places to get a liquor license and other approvals. Zoning code revisions have also severely limited where neighborhood taverns can now locate.

4. President’s Report

a. LVCC Music Fest, Aug. 28-29
Looking to expand the fest a little this year. Still brainstorming ideas. Martino suggested we get all our money in from last year before moving on a contract this year. Hagan reminded the board we need to work with ELVN during the process.

b. Condo association meeting
There will be a April 7 seminar about how to effectively run a condo association, what to expect of a property manager, and what owners should expect from their board.

c. Board elections
Possible dates for annual meeting: May 13 or 19. Need to identify venue. DeMille has been working on nominations but said we’re already not in full compliance with the by-laws for this process. Ludwig recommended fulfilling requirement of having non-board members on the nominating committee. Only one person has expressed interest in running for president.

5. Treasurer’s Report
Unrestricted funds: $33,000

6. Committee Reports

a. Strategic Plan Committee

i. Survey results
Becvar said the survey yielded a wide spectrum of answers with no definitive results. The response rate was disappointing. DeMille said the survey results indicated that LVCC should be a strong organization and that people want more than just an educational organization. We will resend the survey – the email will go out March 12.

7. Branch and Neighborhood Updates

a. 44th Ward Report

i. 2010 Night Baseball Resident Parking Program
City sticker and guest parking passes are good through June. There is no longer an LV2 permit.

ii. The concert ordinance was voted on. Just two September dates. July wasn’t included.

iii. Ald. Tunney would be happy to hear a formal presentation about the use of Cub funds. He’d like for it to go to infrastructure.

iv. Street cleaning will be starting at the end of March. Schedule is posted on the 44th Ward website. Looking to test out permanent street cleaning schedule signs.

v. Hagan asked if neighboring aldermen spent Cubs funds in the Lakeview neighborhood as Ald. Tunney had requested. Bever said yes. Hagan suggested we ask other aldermen as an organization to keep the funds in Lakeview.

vi. Sidewalk café permits started March 1.

vii. Chan asked how much was given for Cubs fund last time?  Bever said $150k total, split 4 ways for each ward. It went to 14 schools.

viii. Schmidt wanted to call attention to Streets and Sanitation doing a great job on cleaning up our alleys and streets.

b. Congratulations to Nettelhorst School for winning the US Cellular contest. The prize was $100,000!

8. Old Business

a. Wrigley Field Concerts (see attached sample position)
City council already voted for two of the concerts. LVCC had discussed formulating an official position on the concerts. Becvar suggested there needs to be a process for determining number of concerts.
