SPN Meeting Minutes 11/14/06
1) Meeting was called to order.
2) Mark Cozzi made a motion to change the by-laws to read “any joining member cannot vote in a motion/election being held that evening.  A two-week interim or the next official meeting, whichever comes first, would be the first opportunity for that new member to vote”.  This is seen as a stop measure to the concept of someone coming to a community meeting and filling the room with supporters of his/her ideal and not allowing the true community to be represented.  The motion was seconded by Mark Woolard and passed 47 yea to 5 nays.
3) Elections for the next board were held.  Chad Monteith ran unopposed for President.  Mark Cozzi ran unopposed as Treasurer.  Mark Woolard ran unopposed as Secretary.  Andy Kofoid ran as a board member.  All were elected.

4) Mr. Weinberg, a resident of 13xx W. Melrose requested that the neighbors grant him a zoning change to R4 from R3.5 in order to build a single family home.  He indicated that this house would be for him and that he was a long time resident of Lakeview/Roscoe Village.  The essence of the issue is that in order to build his house to plan, he needs 400 square feet of additional living space over and beyond what R3.5 allows.  All other aspects of R3.5 are within code (overall height, footprint, FAR, etc.).  Mark Cozzi motioned to allow the change as long as:
a. The owner agreed to build the property as planned.

b. The owner agreed to submit the necessary paperwork to re-zone the property back to R3.5 upon completion of the house.

c. The owner provides signed documentation to these stipulations. 

Mr. Weinberg agreed.  The neighbors voted in favor of the temporary zoning change by a vote of 26 yea to 14 nays.

5)  Developer Eric Kerlow presented a request to re-zone the property at 1230 W. School from M1-2 to R3.5 so as to build single family homes.  Currently the site holds a closed manufacturing facility (Schwarz).  The issue surrounding the property is:  the neighbors would very much like to have a park and increase the green space in Sheil Park.  This site poses the last foreseeable site to build such park.  It has been implied that a previously granted zoning change to an adjacent property, owned by the same developer, would lead to a donation of space for a park.  This was not verified or produced in writing.  Consequently, the developer has offered a trust fund to be set up for the purpose of neighborhood improvements, but fell short of donating land.  The motion to grant the zoning change to Mr. Kerlow was defeated 1 yea to 46 nays.
6) Bernard Edelstein shared the next CAPS meeting information to the residents and encouraged attendance.

7) Meeting adjourned at 8:30.
