	Topic/Subject
	Discussion Items

	Tom Bellino and Bob Giovannetti from UPS store
	Tom introduced himself.  His UPS store has moved to the east side of Southport, so he is now part of the SPN.  He explained the circumstances behind the storage container in the parkway on Cornelia over the holiday.  There store needs the additional space to handle the holiday shipping volume. These gentlemen sought and received a permit for this temporary structure.

	Southport station
	The Lakeview Chamber of Commerce has reported the Southport eL station is to close on April 3rd, 2007 for remodeling.  It will remain closed for 12 months.  At that time (4/2008), the Paulina station will be closed for a one year period.  Additional information is available at www.lakeviewchamber.com or the CTA website.

	SPN Meeting Amendment
	Chad Monteith proposed a motion to conduct SPN meetings monthly, instead of the current every-other month schedule.  The discussion points included a shorter meeting, shorter delays in residents’ questions/requests, better understanding of meeting dates, and hopefully increased attendance.  The motion was seconded by Beth Uhen and passed unanimously. We will target about 60 minutes for each meeting.

	Wrigley Field and a Dave Matthews concert
	The Cubs are asking for aldermanic and citizen endorsement for a planned concert in Wrigley Field.  Dave Matthews is interested in performing during the Independence day weekend, to which there are several issues to understand.
1. Dave Matthews would be a night concert, unlike the Jimmy Buffett event.

2. The residents are mixed and have many of the same concerns.  Police protection, public drinking/drunkenness, noise levels, resident ticket preferences, and parking.  These are still be negotiated with the alderman.
3. The LVCC is concerned about losing their street festival scheduled to commence the same weekend as Dave Matthews.  The negotiations to rectify that issue are also underway.

4. The Cubs need to reply to the Matthews organization soon, so the motion is needed for vote at the February city council meeting if it is to happen.  Otherwise, Matthews will book another local venue and the Cubs will investigate other possibilities for the ballpark. 

Jennifer Dedes, who is also a SPN resident, presented on behalf of the Cubs.  They expressed their desire to do the concert AND remain conscience of the impact to the neighborhood.  Most members were apprehensive, but open-minded to the idea.  Some mentioned the positive aspect the arts bring to the area.  Alderman Tunney attended and added that concerns will be addressed and the community will benefit in some manner from this event, should it take place.
