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Triangle Neighbors’ Meeting of Wednesday, November 11, 2009


· Meeting Call to Order and Introductions (Jim Ludwig)
· Jim Ludwig called the meeting to order at 7:05PM.

· Jim asked everyone to remember our Veterans this Veteran’s Day.
· The minutes from the September 9, 2009 meeting were approved by voice vote with a note the Alderman had provided an update on the Brompton Project during the September meeting.

· LVCC Appointment 

· It was moved and seconded to officially appoint Matt Landler as Triangle’s second LVCC Representative.  At the last meeting, Matt was made Triangle’s 2nd Vice President. The prior LVCC Representative, Dan Mailhiot, has not attended any LVCC meetings and has missed the last three Triangle meetings.
· Space Park Update (John Becvar)

· Official Space Park opening will be in Spring 2010.  With the time change and fewer hours of light, the park is currently open from 8:30AM to sunset (4:30PM).
· Engraved bricks are currently being produced (15 at a time).  Engraved bricks are available for a donation of $750.00 each.
· We are about $50,000 away from completing the park and paying off our bills.
· Halloween Parade (John Becvar and Sandra Klein)

· John Becvar thanked everyone who helped with this year’s parade – especially all the sponsors and volunteers.

· Comments from attendees as follows: Children's area in the park was very well done.  We received excellent media coverage including WTTW before the parade and WGN the night of the parade.  We had great energy and great partnership with the business community. 

· Suggestions for next year- More port-a-potties, more trash cans, publish the volunteer job descriptions in advance.
· Overall, the parade was a success with the largest attendance on record and both businesses and residents were very happy with the parade.

· John shared that Triangle Neighbors did not raise enough money to cover the basic operating costs of the parade.  This is the first year we have had a loss and we attribute to several major sponsors pulling out completely.  John explained Triangle has already reached out to Northalsted Business Alliance and stated we cannot support doing an event next year without better financial guarantees.
· We also shared our disappointment with the Alderman’s office last minute change to the permit start time.  We were unable to close the streets at 3PM and had difficulty in completing the set-up because the streets were not closed three hours prior to the event as previously agreed upon with businesses, residents, the Police and the Alderman’s office.
· Chicago Cubs (Jennifer Nowak)

· Jennifer confirmed the Ricketts family is now the new owners of the Chicago Cubs.  She stated the focus on the community will continue.  The new owners are reviewing all opportunities for change including potentially moving the location of Spring training and expanding Wrigley Field.

· The Chicago Cubs, the Chicago Park District and the Alderman’s Office are putting the finishing touches on having an ice skating rink at the Wrigley Field parking lot.  The rink would be open 12/15/09-2/15/10. It would be run by outside vendor and ice skate rentals will be available. 
· Lake View Citizens’ Council (Jennifer Nowak)
· Jennifer assumed the Presidency of Lake View Citizens’ Council when Diann Marsalek stepped down to pursue her election as a Judge. 
· All Triangle members are invited to attend LVCC’s Christmas Party at Slaymaker’s Gallery (Roscoe and Clark) on December 3, 2009.  Details will follow.
· Zoning / CDDC (Greg Rohner)

· Greg reported that Tim Collins presented the Wrigley Hotel on Clark concept at the last CDDC meeting.  Greg indicated the restrictive covenant was distributed with the TN Meeting invite.  He will be meeting with Building Commission this Friday to discuss outstanding issues.

· Greg discussed the recent LVCC survey on the proposed Clark-Addison development (the results of which are posted on the LVCC web site).  Greg indicated at the last CDDC meeting, there was a lot of discussion on setting precedent as the largest building in the neighborhood. The opinion that the site area supports large development as existing commerce is being replaced, not created.  Greg noted there is concern over inability to turn left, response given that the City is responsible for streets and once project underway will access the traffic flow and most likely make necessary change. Concern-That the majority of survey respondents had not seen a formal demonstration on project response- once the City council / Building Departments give approvals they will require large public meetings to explain progress.

· John Becvar moved and it was seconded to have Triangle recommend moving the PD process forward so further community meetings could be held.  The motion carried with strong support and one abstention. 
· Alderman Tunney’s Office (Max)

· Due to the holiday and the City work-furloughs, no one from the Alderman’s office was able to attend. Jim Ludwig provided the following updates:

· On new improved street lighting for Buckingham and Roscoe – if you have a concern over lighting placement, contact the Alderman’s office.  We were able to move the location of the lights by Nookie’s.
· The new Police Station/ Parking Garage on Addison may be completed in Spring 09.
· There will be a meeting to schedule more neighborhood walks. The Chicago Tribune is currently working on an article concerning these walks and Jim has been in discussion with them.
