 MINUTES FROM MARCH  8th MEETING:  

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.  A quorum was present.  Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond-Vice President, Marie Poppy-Treasurer, Jim Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary and Frank Nussbaum-Area Director.     
Approval of Minutes: A motion was made by Joe Ravelingeen and seconded by Lawrence Price to accept the February minutes. The motion passed. 
LVCC Report: Tabled to the April meeting. 
Treasurer’s Report: Poppy reported the treasury is $9242.29 with $2363 to be held for beautification. 

Presentation by Comedy Sportz for an Incidental Liquor License at 929 W. Belmont: Greg Werstler made a second presentation. The business is an improv theater group and hopes to open in September or October. The business would like to serve liquor prior to the show, during intermission and in between shows. The hours of operation will be Thurs. 8p.m. show, Friday/Saturday 8:10 p.m. and midnight shows and Sunday 7pm show. The business closes at 1:00 a.m. Joe Ravelingeen made a motion which was seconded by Kevin Abercrombie to approve the request for an incidental liquor license. The motion passed and a letter will be sent to Ald. Tunney. 

Presentation by Commissioner Mike Quigley:  Commissioner Quigley’s area covers the wards of 39, 40, 43, 44, 46, 48, 49 and 50 and parts of two other wards. Com. Quigley reminded the members that Cook County operates three hospitals, 16 clinics, largest jail, court system and other county offices. The County passed a budget that is 10% smaller than FY06. Commissioner Quigley warned members that the 7% property tax cap sunsets this fall. The House has passed a good version of a bill to limit the tax cap. The Senate version is not as good as the House bill. Com. Quigley urged members to call their Senators and Representatives, write letters and attend rallies to let Springfield know their positions on the tax cap. Some budget cuts were restored with amendments by Board members. The County is looking at restructuring clinics to have a more productive system. Presentation by Cosi for a Liquor License at 1023 W. Belmont: Tabled to the April meeting.    

Presentation by Matilda’s Baby Atlas, 3101 N. Sheffield for a Café License: Kevin Abercrombie made a presentation. Matilda’s hopes to have 14 tables on Barry and Sheffield with a 32 person capacity. The area would be landscaped and would match and landscaping plans for Sheffield. The café would be located street side with barriers containing shrubs or flowers. The hours would be Mon-Thurs. 4pm-11pm. Fri-Sun. 11am-11p.m. Food and liquor would not be served after 10:30 p.m. Matilda’s does not have an entertainment license so there will be no bands or music outside. Abercombie has been with the business for years and assured the members he will be a good neighbor. Abercrombie will make sure the area is clean and only individuals who order food will sit outside. A neighbor suggested Matilda’s flyers the area before the next CLVN meeting. Currently, Matilda’s profits are 88% from liquor, 7% food sales and 5% tobacco sales. Members that have concerns or questions can contact him at Matilda’s. Abercrombie will also contact the Ald. Office and Central Lake View Merchants (CLMA) about the café license request.    

Presentation by Mad River, 2909 N. Sheffield for a Side Walk Café:  The request for a sidewalk café was withdrawn. Steve Hahn, the new Executive Chef, made a presentation on the new menu. The kitchen hours are 11:00 a.m. till closing at 1:00 a.m. on weekends. The kitchen closes one hour before the bar closes. The kitchen hours are Mon-Thurs. 11:00 a.m. till midnight. On the weekends the bar has a limited menu of burgers and appetizers from 10:00 p.m. –2:00 a.m. The restaurant also has carry out. If you have any complaints or questions call 773-935-7500.    

Elections: Marsalek read the names of the proposed slate for 2007-2008 Officers consisting of President- Diann Marsalek, Vice President-Terry Diamond, Corresponding Secretary-Jim Bail, Recording Secretary- Laura Kotelman, and Treasurer-Marie Poppy. Area Directors are Northwest-Aaron Harkin, Northeast-Frank Nussbaum, Centralwest-Diann Marsalek, Centraleast-Terry Diamond, Southeast-Jim Masini and Southwest-Jim Bail. Laura Kotelman as the LVCC representative. Marsalek also asked if any nominations wanted to be made form members in attendance and none were made. Diamond made a motion to approve the slate and Jackie Price seconded the motion. The motion passed and the proposed officers were elected. Marsalek thanked the membership on behalf of all the officers for their support. Marsalek also announced the accomplishments for 2006-2007 which included a website, revising the By-Laws, increasing residential and business members, increase in treasury, Beautification for streets and parks, response to issues such as crime and rodents and speakers for meetings. The goals for 2007-2008 will be presented at the next meeting.      

CDDC Report: Poppy reported that many projects are moving forward including Belmont/Ashland, Dominick’s on Broadway, Jewel on Southport, former site of Bert Weiman Ford and Center on Halsted Ald.Tunney has been meeting with bar owners in Wrigleyville to address operations, noise from cabs and safety procedures for patrons during the Cubs season. Also Ald. Tunney has worked on new rules for sidewalk cafes. 

 CTA Report: Marsalek made the report for Norb Tatro who was ill.  Marsalek reminded members that the CTA will be holding a meeting on the Brown Line Renovation on March 15, 2007at Agassiz School, 2851 N. Seminary. Marsalek encouraged members to attend this meeting.  Tatro had previously suggested that individuals start looking for alternative routes during the rush hours. It seems the CTA is not inclined to add more buses to routes to absorb the increase use by individuals who would have otherwise taken the el to work.  Tatro had previously suggested staggering work hours to avoid peak rush hours. Businesses in the area should go to the BCTA Brown Line website for information on advertising during closures. Marsalek has a form for businesses near Diversey and you can email her at marsalek@urbancom.net if you need a form. The Diversey station closing may be delayed by few weeks from the proposed April 1, 2007 closure.   

Announcements: Marsalek informed members that a fire occurred in the alley behind 1014 Wellington that destroyed two garages and caused damage to two residences. Two of CLVN’s members were affected by this fire. Arson is suspected. If you see anyone suspicious in this area call the police. Central Lake View Merchants (CLMA) will sponsor for CLVN and Hawthorne Neighbors (HN) a summer movie at Hawthorne School on Sunday June 10 at dusk (rain date Friday June 15). If you have a movie suggestion send Marsalek an email.  Chef Everett will be cooking at Lawry’s at 1028 W. Diversey on Thursday March 29, 2007 at 6p.m. with a cash bar. Tickets are $10 in advance and $15 at the door. Call 773-484-6563 if you have any questions.  

New Business: A resident inquired if a 3 way stop could created for Wellington at Kenmore. Marsalek will pass the information to the Ald. office for consideration and will contact CAPS.   
Adjournment: Jeannie Sticher made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Joe Ravelingeen. Motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
