MINUTES FROM NOVEMBER 9th MEETING
CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:45 pm.  A quorum was present.  Officers in attendance were introduced: Terry Diamond-Vice President, Marie Poppy-Treasurer and James Bail-Corresponding Secretary.   

Approval of Minutes: Marsalek asked if there were any changes or corrections for the October minutes. None were recommended. Anita Constant made a motion to approve and the motion was seconded by Kevin Abercrombie. Motion passed.

LVCC Report: David Winner of LVCC reported that LVCC held a boat cruise fundraiser. LVCC will be working on Century Club and sponsoring health forums. LVCC will be collecting nonperishable food items till December 20, 2006. The items can be dropped off at the LVCC office at 867 W. Buckingham. Marsalek also reported LVCC will be sponsoring Operation Mitten in which money is raised to purchase winter apparel items for underprivileged children in our area. A motion was made by Marsalek and seconded by Diamond to donate $50.00 toward the mitten project. Motion passed.   

Treasurer’s Report: Poppy reported the treasury now has a balance of  $8555.50 with $1644.00 allocated to the Beautification effort for interior streets. We raised almost $400.00 at our last Beautification fundraiser hosted at Cherry Red. 

Presentation by Four Corners Tavern Group for 2934 S. Sheffield: Matt Menna, Chris Friedman, Jim Hobin and Andy Gloor came to the meeting and made a presentation for their new establishment, Kirkwood’s. This upscale tavern venue will be at the site of the former Pops.  Opening is planned for December 18th.  Four Corners has 5 other successful establishments including Schoolyard Tap on Southport. The owners are proactive to community concerns. The owners want to have good relationships with the community and the Alderman. The owners want to preserve and enhance the character of the building. They will spend half a million on the interior. The exterior work will be completed in the spring.   There will be no live bands and the stage has been removed. They may have a trio or a few musicians perform in the former Pop’s space in the corner as backdrop music. They will have valet parking. They will address any issues of garbage, sanitation and rats. The employees will wear yellow jackets with the business name. These individuals will be picking up trash for a 2-block radius.  A representative of the business will attend our meetings. The exterior work will include the garage and fencing.  A retractable roof or tent may cover a portion of the outdoor area. Individuals in the beer garden must return by 9 pm on weeknights and 10 pm on weekends. They will have drink specials such as half price wine nights. Jim Hobin, Executive Chef, told us the food will be upscale bar food. The area will be child friendly. The hours will be 5 p.m. Monday-Friday and close at 2:00a.m. Maybe they will open of lunch on Fridays depending if a need exist.  The main entrance will remain on Sheffield. Doormen and staff will work to usher patrons into cabs and cars at closing.  
CDDC Report: Poppy reported on the status of the proposed Dominick’s on Broadway. The proposed plan consists of 40,00 square floor store, with a few other retail outlets along the street front. While the zoning calls for only 45 parking spaces, 102 underground parking spaces are planned. Above the stores will be 45 two and three bedroom condos. Each unit will have a 27foot terrace. Since the building will be 65 feet high the condo will be designed with a stair step set back to reduce the canyon effect on Broadway. An additional 20+ condos will be built off Waterloo. The zoning for that area has been downzoned from R5.5 vs. B3-2. The project is planning for green space and a green roof. Building materials include terra cotta and glass, so the building façade will architecturally fit into the rest of the street. The open space issue is the lease which is still pending with Dominick’s. Poppy sent drawings to Marsalek for distribution to the membership.

Request by Comedy Sportz for Incidental Liquor License for 929 W. Belmont:   Tabled to December 14th meeting. 

Presentation of Wellington’s Tavern:  Tabled till the December 14th meeting.

Presentation by Lake View Food Pantry: Gary Garland, Executive Director, made a presentation. The food pantry was started in the 1970’s by individuals affiliated with Mount Carmel and has moved to various locations over the years and in 2003 it moved operations to the basement of the Athenaeum Theater.  Last year they gave out 1 million pounds of food. They serve 1800 individuals a month. They distribute food, deliver meals to disabled and elderly, distribute clothing items to 600 individuals a month and assist individuals with other issues such as housing.   The area of service includes Fullerton to Irving and the lake to Damen. The clients include elderly, disabled, those on a fixed income and individuals with low or part time wages. They accept cash donations and items of clothing. A $1.00 donation enables them to buy 10 pounds of food. Clothing can be dropped off at 3831 N. Broadway from 9-5 or the 2nd and 4th Saturday from 9-10:30a.m.  Individuals are also encouraged to volunteer or serve on their Board of Directors. Marsalek made a motion to approve a donation of $250.00 as this money was budgeted for this expense which was seconded by Roni Strassman. Motion passed.   

Announcements: Marsalek reported Central Lake View Merchants (CLMA) is sponsoring a fashion show on November 18, 2006. The Lincoln Belmont Library is offering many activities for children and teens. The Theatre Building is offering plays/musicals for children. Recent crimes in the area included an attempted sexual assault and burglaries. Remember to lock your windows, doors and garages. Also be aware of your surroundings when walking and look for well light areas to walk. Chef Everett will have 2 Soul Food Nights –Nov. 18 at Union and Nov. 30 at Lawry’s. A reminder that 2007 dues are due January 1, 2007 and you can pay your 2007 dues now. Make sure you let us know if you change email addresses.  Marsalek asked members if they wanted a holiday party and those in attendance expressed an interest to attend a CLVN Holiday Party. 

Beautification Update: Marsalek and Poppy reported we almost have enough money raised to plant all the interior corners in the spring. Sheffield Corridor Beautification is set for Spring 2007. Sheffield will be getting garbage cans and have trash pick up thanks to the Central Lake View Merchants Association (CLMA). Planters for Sheffield should come in the spring. Banners will be along Sheffield promoting businesses. CLMA is spending over $60.000.00 to beautify Sheffield. Residents on Sheffield are encouraged to start thinking about improving their parkways. .     

Advocate Illinois Masonic: Advocate distributed the demolition schedule for Inter American School which was emailed to the CLVN members and non-members that we have email addresses for these individuals.     

By Laws: Marsalek presented amendments to the by-laws.  Changes include the creation of 4 standing committees, voting procedures and the frequency in which the same zoning requests can be placed on the agenda.  The proposed by-laws provides for more time on voting if documents are not delivered in a timely manner and a one year waiting period (same as the City of Chicago) required before the same request can be brought before the group. The proposed changes were either mailed or emailed to members in September and we held a period for comment. No comments were received to the proposed changes.  Anita Constant made a motion to approve the changes which was seconded by Sharon Heald. Motion passed.   

Agassiz Elementary School: Suzanna Delisi, CLVN member and President of the PTA, spoke about fundraising efforts.  The school is selling wreaths and garland as a fundraiser. You can purchase these items till November 20 with a pick up date of December 9th at the school.  On December 9th they will have a café and bake sale at the school. They accept checks and cash. They hope to raise funds to hire a teacher to teach Italian or Latin. Suzanna thanked CLVN for their support to the school. Also thanks to the Central Lake View Merchants Association for purchasing their holiday items from Agassiz. 

New Business Marsalek acknowledged Cherry Red and Matilda’s as business members who attended our meeting. Sharon Heald brought up a question for Jim Edminster about a pending city ordinance that would allow real estate agents to get universal parking passes for the entire city. We asked the Alderman’s Office to get us information on this newly introduced ordinance. A reminder to members to call Representatives Fritchey, Feigenhotlz and Madigan to tell them to support a cap on property taxes. Jim Bail asked members to consider paying dues for more than one year at a time and when you pay your dues to consider making a donation to the Beautification fund. Bail reported we have 336 paid members and 57 of those get their newsletter by mail while the rest receive via email. We are saving on postage when members get the newsletter over email. Marsalek made a motion to approve a $50.00 donation for Operation Mitten (we have funds allocated in our budget for this expense) which was seconded by Terry Diamond. Motion passed. Jim Bail asked members to consider running for an office at the March elections. Marsalek announced the Executive Committee which consists of the officers will be holding an open meeting on November 13, 2006 at 7pm at Advocate. Roni Strassman inquired about the status of the Wellington and Diversey el closures. We will send an email to the membership as the CLVN representative who attends the CTA meeting was not present at our meeting. A member brought up concerns with the noise at Mad River at closing. Marsalek will contact Mad River to discuss the concerns.   

Adjournment: Terry Diamond made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Caroline Anderson. Motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 9 p.m.
