CAPS Report: The security camera is up and running located on the southeast corner of Belmont/Sheffield. The camera captures many images including the Belmont el platform. This is the first camera located in the 19th District. A neighbor raised concerns of the sexual assault on the 3100 block of Seminary along with crime at Belmont and Sheffield. The police told us to be cautious of the surroundings when walking. Look around the area where you are walking and avoid using a walkman. Also try to travel with other individuals. The police encourage neighbors to place motion detector lights on homes and garages to keep areas well lit.  A representative of Alderman Tunney’s office informed us that the city had been trimming trees to add more light on the streets and the Alderman is trying to replace streetlights with better lights. Residents also discussed a petition drive to change the hours of operation for a liquor store and bars in the area of Belmont and Sheffield.  MINUTES FROM December 14th MEETING:  

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:45 pm.  A quorum was present.  Officers in attendance: Marie Poppy-Treasurer, James Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Karen Gaus and Laura Kotelman, Recording Secretaries.    
Approval of Minutes: Tabled to the January meeting.
LVCC Report: Tabled to the January meeting.

CDDC Report: Tabled to the January meeting. 

Presentation by Comedy Sportz for an Incidental Liquor License at 929 W. Belmont: Greg Worsher made a presentation. The comedy club will be open in the Spring of 2007 at 929 W. Belmont on the second floor of Ann Sather’s. This is a family friendly club open for all ages which performs short improvisations. The club would like to serve beer and wine in their lobby one hour prior to the start of a show and during intermission. The club closes at 1:00a.m. on Friday and Saturday. Worsher provided coupons for show with Marsalek. (If you want some coupons send Marsalek an email at marsalek@urbancom.net). Worsher will return to the January meeting to make a second presentation and this request will be voted upon at the January meeting.    

Presentation/Request by Mad River for a Loading Zone at 2909 N. Sheffield: Mike Mastellone, Owner, and Matt Ochse, General Manager, from Mad River requested a loading zone for an area for cabs to park to pick up patrons as they leave Mad River. This would help with traffic congestion and also may reduce the noise level of cabs honking their horns and patrons yelling for a cab. The requested hours are 9p.m. to 3a.m. Currently Mad River is using a loading zone located in front of Soprano’s. Also Mad River is trying to have their patrons exit toward the south and catch a cab near George and Sheffield. This will help to reduce the nose level on Sheffield. Mad River also has a valet at closing to assist the process with patrons leaving. Mad River starts to turn on lights at 1:15 a.m with the last call at 1:30 a.m. They are having patrons leaving over a period of time instead of all at one time. They also have 7-10 security personnel outside at closing to direct patrons to go south to catch a cab. Their liquor license hour is 2a.m. on Fridays (doors shut at 1:50 a.m.) and 3a.m. on Saturday (door shut at 2:50 a.m.).  

Zoning Request for 1114 W. Wellington:  Tabled to the January meeting. 

Presentation by Senator John Cullerton: Senator Cullerton provided a report on activity in the Illinois Senate. The Property Tax Cap was passed in the Senate and is pending in the House.  Senator Cullerton favors an increase in income tax and a limit on property taxes.  Senator Cullerton predicted that electrical rates will increase. There is a bill in the House in which the House is trying to pass that will freeze electrical rates for 3 years. Senator Cullerton predicted that an issue for the General Assembly in 2007 will be transportation funding. Senator Cullerton is also working with Mothers Against Drunk Driving to have interlock machines placed in vehicles of all DUI offenders. An offender would have to blow into the machine before starting their vehicle to register if there is any alcohol in the person’s system. Another bill that will be introduced will be a statewide smoking ban. A member asked for financial assistance for Weisman Park and Agassiz School for a cafeteria. Senator Cullerton explained that each member of the General Assembly receives Members Initiatives for spending on such areas like a park or playlot. Senator Cullerton asked we present something to him for our projects that need funding. Senator Cullerton also believes bills will be introduced to consolidate Cook County offices as a means to reduce a bloated area in government. Presentation by Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital:  Larry Wrobel introduced the President of Advocate, Susan Lopez, who attended our meeting. The proposed building demolition of Inter American will be from December 12-January 22, 2007. The area will be secured by a fence during demolition. The fence at Wellington/Sheffield was painted black and planting of the corner will take place in the spring. The hospital will create a Community Advisory Board to work with the hospital for the Planned Development which will be comprised of business leaders, neighbors/residents, government officials, medical personnel and religious representatives. If you want to serve on the Board contact Rev. D. Brown at Advocate. The Planned Development will take 6-8 years to complete. The construction period will cover about two years. Mr. Wrobel will return in early Spring to give us another update.

Marsalek asked members to please patronize our business members. The CLVN Post-Holiday party will be held at Wellington’s 1300 W.
