WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH  

 MINUTES FROM JUNE 12th MEETING:

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond- Vice-President, Jim Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary, Norb Tatro-Treasurer and Area Directors-Marie Poppy, Frank Nussbaum, Jeannie Sticher and Jim Masini. Excused officer was: Aaron Harkin. A quorum was present.  

Introduction of Commander John Kenney, Marsalek introduced John Kenny as the new Commander for the 19th District.  Commander Kenny indicated he has twenty years of service on the Chicago Police Department and had worked mostly at the west side districts. Kenny was promoted from Captain and was last assigned to the area around Taylor Street. Kenny will be visible in the area and will see residents at festivals, carnivals and other activities in our area. Kenny normally will work M-T 10 a.m-6 p.m. and one weekend evening will work 8 p.m.-4 a.m. Feel free to contact him at john.kenny@chicagopolice.org.   

Presentation by Larry Wroble of Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital on the Planned Development: Tabled to the July meeting.

Presentation by Pat Berger of Paddy Long’s of 1028 W. Diversey seeking a café license:  Pat Berger of Paddy Long’s made a second presentation requesting a café license for his business. The request would include three tables for a total of 12 seats. The café would be located in front of the business at 1028 W. Diversey with six feet provided from the tables to the sidewalk. Food would be served from 11a.m. –10 p.m. Sunday-Thursday and 11a.m.-11p.m. on Friday and Saturday. There would be no smoking in the outdoor café area. A member asked about the bike rack located near the area. Berger indicated there is a procedure to have the rack removed which is City property. Another member asked about the noise form the café. Berger indicated there will not be any music outside and the patrons would be talking. A garbage can located in the area has been removed. Berger assured the members he would have proper sanitation. Berger indicated that the neighbors to the west and east had been notified. The neighbor to the east attended the meeting. Berger is also interested in applying for a pet license so patrons could bring their pets to the café area. Joe Ravelingeen made a motion which was seconded by Jackie Price and Frank Nussbaum to approve the café license for the three tables or 12 seats and for the days and hours presented. The motion passed with 1 opposed and 2 abstaining. 

Minutes: A motion was made by Jim Masini to approve the May minutes. The motion was seconded by John Riegler. The motion passed and the May minutes were approved.     

Treasurer’s Report:  Tatro reported that the treasury has $11,529 in the general fund. The rate of return on the interest rate of one of the CD’s has fallen due to the economic climate. The fund for the Weisman Park renovation has $2562. $1,587 has come from fundraising activities which included the sale of Cubs tickets, the flower sale and the wine tasting. $975 came from donations of two separate community groups that previously raised funds. There is still money left in the beautification fund. A Pay Pal system will be set up soon on the CLVN website so the community and members can make donations to CLVN over the Internet. 

Alderman’s Report: Mary Kate Rohan reported the list of blue carts not delivered to CLVN addresses is growing. Rohan is working with the City to get CLVN our blue carts. City stickers can be purchased at Alderman Tunney’s office on June 15th or at 2550 W. Addison. The Alderman has approved funding for paving Barry from Halsted to Seminary, lighting for Racine from Diversey to Belmont, lighting for Oakdale from Racine to Sheffield and upgrades of sidewalks and curbs for Belmont from Sheffield to Seminary. 

LVCC Report:  Marsalek reported that the LVCC elections were held and she has been elected the president. LVCC will be rewriting their by-laws and focusing on increasing membership. LVCC hopes to increase their membership fee to $20 per person which would include $10 to LVCC, $10 to the branch and a subscription to Time-Out magazine. Dues for seniors would be $5 and business dues would be $40. LVCC hopes to work on a major membership drive. A branch presidents meeting will be held to get the branches to work together on major issues. Also a study was done on issues that the residents perceive based upon importance and the results of the top three items were: 1-Crime, 2-Zoning and 3-Traffic/Parking. LVCC will start a watch list on their website of major developments such as Planned Developments which require zoning changes. LVCC is holding a Music Festival on July 5th and 6th. Volunteers are needed to work the beer tent and all tips made over the two hour shift can be kept by the organization that is working. LVCC has offered CLVN this opportunity to raise funds for Weisman Park. Send an email to www.lakeviewcitizens.org if you can work either day for a two-hour shift. The festival will be held on Sheffield from Waveland to Addison.     

CDDC Report: Poppy reported at the last CDDC meeting a representative of the Department of Business Affairs and Licensing made a presentation. Two major points were made in the presentation. First, the time period for applications for liquor licenses to be processed has been compressed. Second, the process for individuals to object to proposed and existing businesses liquor establishments was reviewed. Poppy pointed out that the process might be more helpful when working with CAPS to address problem bars/establishments. The East Lake View Chamber of Commerce presented the results of a business development study. The information gained identified the needs for types of new business the market is looking for in the community.   

Report on Weisman Park Renovation: Poppy reported that she and Jeannie Sticher met with Alderman Tunney and have revised the time line for the park renovations to be completed from 2009 to 2010. The goal for the community is to raise $50,000 for the renovation. The Weisman Park Advisory Council hopes to obtain $25,000 in grant money and the balance thru donations and fundraising.  Poppy thanked Marsalek for coordinating the fundraising efforts. Individuals on the 800 block of Wolfram previously raised funds for the park and gave the council a check for $500. Poppy reported that the Park District will be providing a sign notifying the community of the renovation which will be posted at the park. Sticker indicated that two grants have been applied for at Bank of America and Walgreen’s. Bank of American offers grants for $1000 to $25,000 and CLVN is hoping to receive a grant between $5,000 to $15,000. The Walgreen’s grants start at $500. Sticher is also looking to Harris Bank and other organizations for grants. If anyone works for a company that will match funds or offer grants please let Marie Poppy (mariepopy@comcast.com) or Jeannie Sticher. Sticher announced that a class at DePaul is working on creating a logo for the renovation of the park. CLVN hopes to display the logo at the CLVN Block Party. Poppy informed the group that Pompeii is now owned by the Morton Steakhouse Company. They offer a program called “Raising Dough” which is a day where a percentage of the sales can go to an organization. Poppy is looking into this a fundraiser for the park. Poppy is meeting during the day with moms who visit and use the park to get them involved in fundraising. At the suggestion of the moms, The Park Advisory Council and CLVN are planning lemonade stands for the Lake View Garden Walk.  The stands will be coordinated by The Park Advisory Council and CLVN. If anyone living within the CLVN boundaries is interested in volunteering to set up a lemonade stand for the Garden Walk on July 20th please notify Poppy at mariepoppy@comcast.net. We are asking individuals to donate the supplies and beverages for the stand. This is an easy way to get involved and with the project.    

CTA Report: Tatro reported that the dates for completing the triple track have been moved up December of this year. Ald. Tunney and Ald. Daley have committed funds for escalators at the Diversey el. The Wellington el station could be opened June 30, 2009. The awnings at Diversey are not part of the current contract.    

Announcements: Marsalek reported that the next court date in housing court for building violations for 3016 N. Seminary is August 4, 2008 at 9:30 a.m. in room 1103 of the Daley Center. Neighbors on that block are encouraged to attend and let the judge know if you have issues with the building. The historical monuments from World War II located at George and Mildred were repaired by Swan Development and thanks to Alderman Tunney for his assistance on this matter. Various permits have been applied for several addresses in our area mostly for porch repairs, interior rehab and window repair. South Lake View Neighbors is considering upzoning the 1400 and 1500 blocks of Diversey from R3.5 to R4.  The North Halsted Street Merchants Assoc. are hosting a Taste of Halsted on Halsted at Aldine on Monday June 16 and you can purchase tickets at the gate at the event. Remember to attend the Pub Crawl on June 28 and the CLVN Block Party on July 19th. In July we have speakers on the status of the Diplomat Hotel and the Planned Development for Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital. There will not be an August meeting. A safety seminar for women will be held on June 30th at 7p.m. at Temple Sholom, 3480 N. Lake Shore Drive which offers free parking. Marsalek met with the Commanders from the 19th and 23rd Districts to plan a series of crime prevention forums focusing on personal safety and protecting your property from theft.        

New Business:  Joe Ravelingeen brought up various issued with Chicago Pizza at 3016 N. Sheffield. Ravelingeen read a portion of the letter he sent to the business, Alderman Tunney and Marsalek. The problems include debris coming onto his property, thermo trucks are emitting gases/fumes, the delivery trucks are damaging his property, the employees are loud when dumping garbage and they are disposing of the dumpsters earlier than an ordinance allows. A meeting has been scheduled by the Alderman to address these issues.  Ravelingeen wants CLVN to stay on top of these issues. A member also discussed that Chicago Pizza needs to do a better job on retrieving used pizza containers which are all over the neighborhood. Marsalek told Ravelingeen to report back at the next meeting what happened from the meeting with the Alderman.  A member questioned how CLVN is addressing problems. Specifically, the member gave the example of the Union Bar. This same member indicated at the CAPS meeting that there have not been any problems lately. Marsalek suggested the neighbors call the police, attend CAPS, contact the Alderman’s office and contact CLVN. The City needs a record of complaints to move forward to address a business license. Poppy also indicated that the neighbors could gather signatures for a petition and suggested to get the owner of the business to a meeting with the City and the Alderman if problems persist. Poppy reported Enterprise Car Rental has re-negotiated their lease and will be staying on Sheffield. The drainage issue is addressed in the new lease. They would like to come before the group in the fall to make a presentation. Marsalek asked Poppy to inquire if they will join CLVN.   Laura Kotelman raised the condition of the properties at 2846-2848 N. Sheffield (owned by Tom Romano). The area is filled with weeds and looks terrible. Rohan of Ald. Tunney’s office volunteered to follow up on this matter. The CHA buildings on Sheffield recently cut their weeds and grass. The Romano property and has been vacant/under construction for two years. Poppy informed the group that Marsalek sent out an email seeking volunteers for a plant rescue. Poppy and a few volunteers removed and planted about three dozen plants at Agassiz School. Illinois Masonic will be removing the balance of the 300-400 plants to install within the community. They will go around the parking lot at Sheffield and Wellington, along the lot on Barry and in front of the entrance outside Weisman Park. Poppy thanked the hospital for their effort.

Adjournment:   John Riegler made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Joe Ravelingeen. The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.  

CAPS REPORT 19th District - Beat 1932 (boundary - Diversey to Belmont between Lincoln & Clark): 

The CAPS meeting was held and prior issues were addresses. The noise complaint for the Union Bar on Halsted has been addressed. The speed in alleys is getting better. The concern for fires in garbage cans was raised by Marsalek. The new commander for the 19th District, Commander Kenny, gave information he obtained on fires. A fire was reported at 1010 W. Wolfram at 1:30 a.m. There were three cases for fires in the last year and none were arson. Sometimes the Chicago Police Department is not notified of fires by the Fire Department. The fire on Wolfram showed that there was an excessive amount of trash and it was piled on top of the cans. Sometimes someone can toss a match or cigarette and the fire can ensue. Homeless individuals have been ruled out as a cause due to the warm weather. The Commander has deployed a midnight car from Belmont and Sheffield to now ride the alleys to look for suspicious activity. Another member indicated his garbage can was on fire on the 3000 block of Seminary. Another member told the Commander of a prior fire at Sheffield and Wolfram to the rear of the building. Commander Kenny will look into this to see if there is a pattern. The arrest figures were reviewed and most arrests are occurring along Belmont. There were no new issues raised. The next CAPS meeting will be held on August 14th at 7:00 p.m. at Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital, 814 W. Nelson, Clarke Auditorium, and 7th Floor.
