WHAT HAPPENED LAST MONTH  

 MINUTES FROM MAY 8th MEETING:

CLVN Vice-President, Terry Diamond called the meeting to order at 7:45 p.m. in the excused absence of the President.  A quorum was present.  Officers in attendance: Jim Bail, Corresponding Secretary, Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretary and Area Directors-Marie Poppy, Frank Nussbaum, and Aaron Harkin. Excused officers were:  Jim Masini, Norb Tatro, Jeannie Sticher and Diann Marsalek.  

Minutes: A motion was made by Ennis Shells to approve the April minutes. The motion was seconded by James Bail. The motion passed and the April minutes were approved with one abstention.    

LVCC Report: Diamond reported that the LVCC meeting was held on the same night as the CLVN meeting. Officers were being elected including Diann Marsalek, who was running for President.    

Treasurer’s Report:  Tatro was not at the meeting and the report was table to the June meeting.    

CTA Report: Tatro was not at the meeting and this report will be tabled to the June meeting.   

CDDC Report: Diamond reported on the April 23rd meeting of the CDDC. The guest speaker was Rev. Jennifer Owen-Quill who spoke on behalf of the Lake View Clergy Association. She spoke about the “Compassion Stimulus Package” for the Lake View Food Pantry. The association is encouraging neighbors to use their economic stimulus check to make a donation to the Lake View Food Pantry as donations are down. Information on the program can be found at www.lakeviewpantry.org. The second CDDC presentation was on the Blue Cart Recycling Program for the 44th Ward. Blue carts will be dropped off the week of May 19th to single-family homes, 2-flats, 3-flats and 4-flats with a clearly marked address that corresponds to the property. Buildings with five or more units are required to have private haulers and have their own recycling program.  Recycling pick-up will occur every other week and will begin the first week of June. Items that go into the blue cart are glass, aluminum cans, steel cans, tin cans, pie tins, foil, cardboard boxes, junk mail, phone books, cereal boxes, newspapers, magazines and plastic items number 1,2, 3,4,5 and 7. No bags are needed. Contents should be emptied from any container but the containers do not need to be washed. Yard waste should be bagged and left next to the garbage carts for weekly pick-up from April to November. Neighbors can sign up to be Recycling Block Captains.    

Report from Alderman Tunney: Alderman Tunney attended the CLVN meeting after a City sponsored meeting on recycling at Agassiz School.  Ald. Tunney indicated for the first few months that the alleys may be crowded with garbage and blue carts. Once the program is in place for a few months than residents can call 311 to request black carts be removed. If the Blue Cart is abused than the cart will be taken away. Household hazardous waste and electronics should be recycled at 1150 N. Branch (2 blocks east of the Kennedy Expressway at Division). Information on the program can be found at www.bluecartschicago.org.  Ald. Tunney also reported on capital improvements in the 44th Ward. Each ward receives $1.4 million in capitol improvement money. The majority will be spent on street lighting upgrades in the 44th Ward. Streetlights will be installed on Racine from Diversey to Belmont and the 1000 and 1100 blocks of Oakdale. The 800-900 block of Barry will be repaved and get new streetlights. There will be curb and gutter work near the corner of Clark/Barry/Halsted. Belmont from Sheffield to as far west as possible will receive $100,000 in improvements including trees being added. The Diversey El station should be completed in June. Streets and Sanitation along with the Forestry Department have been proactive in the Ward to cut tree limbs before problems arise. The 50/50 sidewalk replacement program has been very successful. The new Dominick’s on Broadway is set to break ground Sept. 1st and the store will re-open in 18 months. Ald. Tunney discussed plans for the new police station at Halsted and Addison and the proposed development project near Wrigley Field. There has been discussion of the Illinois Sports Facility Board taking over Wrigley Field. The City continues to put pressure on the Diplomat Hotel to rectify violations and fines have been issued in court against the hotel.    

Announcements: Diamond reported that Marsalek is recommending that Henry Lopez and Marie Poppy be appointed as the Co-Chairs of the Planning and Zoning Committee. The flower sale pick-up will be on Saturday May 10th from 10 a.m. till 12 noon. The summer move will be held June 8th with ice cream paid for by CLVN and Hawthorne Neighbors.  Agassiz School International Night will be held on May 16th from 5 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. with food and entertainment.  A fundraiser for Streetwise will be held on June 4th at the Union from 6 p.m. till 9 p.m. for a cost of $25. There will be a silent auction, door prizes and a DJ. Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital will make a presentation at the June CLVN meeting on the status of the Planned Development. The new Commander for the 19th District will be introduced and make a presentation at the June CAPS meeting.  The Lake View Garden Walk will be held on July 20th from 12 noon till 5 p.m. City parking stickers will be on sale at Ald. Tunney’s office, 1057 W. Belmont on June 5th ,9th and 16th.    

Standing Committee Reports:

Weisman Park-Poppy reported that the Weisman Park Advisory Council members would not likely be subject to the Park District’s new requirements for background checks of volunteers. There would be a higher level of scrutiny for program volunteers versus volunteers who do fundraising. The Advisory Board members would over see park development and raise funds. Background checks would mostly be utilized for Boards that work directly with children. Poppy is waiting to hear from the Area Park District Manager on the Parks final ruling. A new mom/family group will set up periodic meetings at their homes. Jeannie Sticher and Marie Poppy are developing marketing materials for the fundraising efforts as well as researching and applying for various grants. There is $3,500 in the CLVN Weisman Park Fund. The flower sale made approximately $800 for the Weisman Park fund. The Wine Tasting event at Kirkwood Bar & Grill made $900 and the fund received approximately $400 from prior fundraising efforts.   

New Business:  Chris Latchford from Paddy Long’s (1028 W. Diversey) made a presentation regarding a request for a sidewalk café license. The plans are for 12 outdoor seats surrounded by flower boxes. Hours of operation would be 11 a.m. to 10 p.m. Sunday-Thursday and 11a.m. to 11 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday. Comments can be sent to chris@paddylongs.com.   

Old Business: The request for an incidental liquor license for Phil McFarland and Ty Fujimura for 929 W. Belmont has been withdrawn.       

Adjournment:  Aaron Harkin made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Marie Poppy. The meeting adjourned at 9:45 p.m.
