CAPS Report: The Belmont Sheffield Task Force recently met and discussed the status of the security camera located on the southeast corner of Belmont/Sheffield. The camera captures many images including the Belmont el platform. This is the first camera located in the 19th District. The stastics for the beat were provided. Perpetrators of residential burglaries are kicking in back doors for entry. The police recently broke up a commercial burglary ring.   59 arrests were made on the beat which is almost an arrest a day over the last two months.  MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 8th MEETING:  

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:40 pm.  A quorum was present.  Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond-Vice President and Karen Gaus/ Laura Kotelman, Recording Secretaries.    
Approval of Minutes: A motion was made by Joe Ravelingeen and seconded by Dr. Allen Goldberg to pass the November, December and January minutes. The motion passed. 
LVCC Report: Tabled to the March meeting. 
Treasurer’s Report: Tabled to the March meeting.

CDDC Report: Tabled to the March meeting. 

Presentation by Comedy Sportz for an Incidental Liquor License at 929 W. Belmont: Tabled to the March meeting. Presentation by Cosi for a Liquor License at 1023 W. Belmont: Tabled to the March meeting.    

Presentation by Kirkwood’s, 2934 N. Sheffield: Chris Freeman (Proprietor), Jim Hoban (Chef) and Sean (Manager) came to CLVN to let us know how their operations have been since being opened. Kirkwood’s has addressed issue with noise and cabs honking their horns. Kirkwood’s has added more staff at the door and these individuals let cabs know they will be reported to the City if they honk their horns. Cars are being ticketed that are parking in the tow zone for Kirkwood’s. Kirkwood’s is mindful of sanitation issues and has Lake Shore picking up their trash no later than 10:00 p.m. Staff wear yellow jackets which were shown to us and these staff pick up trash in the neighborhood daily. Kirkwood’s has had two meetings with neighbors. Kirkwood’s will work with the Alderman’s Office to make sure they meet any City regulations for the 150 seats in their outdoor area. Kirkwood’s now has carry out for food. Kirkwood’s has ordered rope lines for crowd control. If you have any problems feel free to contact Sean, the manager, at 773-770-0700. Kirkwood’s will also be hosting a beautification fundraiser for CLVN on April 15, 2007 from 4-6 which will be a Wine Tasting. Kirkwood’s has 1-2 person acoustic bands on Wednesday. Kirkwood’s is also exploring whether they will host a Bastille Day like Pop’s had done in July.   

Presentation by Mad River, 2909 N. Sheffield for a Side Walk Café:  John Hilbert, Restaurant Manager, from Mad River attended the meeting and made a presentation for a side walk café. Mad River would like to offer an alternative for eating for an outside area. Mad River would like to have 9 tables with two individuals at a table for a capacity of 18 seats.  The hours of operation would be Sunday-Thursday 11am-11pm and Friday/Saturday 11am-10p.m. Mad River would have flower boxes by the tables to add greenery. A gate would be placed to control the area. Mad River will attend the March meeting and make a second presentation on this matter.   

Nominating Report:  Marsalek reminded the members that the CLVN By-Laws provide for elections of officers in March. The By-Laws also require the President to appoint a nominating committee which makes a report to the membership at the February meeting of a proposed slate. Terry Diamond, Chair of the Nominating Committee, made a report for the slate of officers for 2007-2008. The slate consists for President- Diann Marsalek or Marie Poppy; Vice President-Terry Diamond, Corresponding Secretary-Jim Bail, Recording Secretary- Laura Kotelman, Treasurer-Marie Poppy or Jim Bail. Area Directors are Northwest-Aaron Harkin, Northeast-Frank Nussbaum, Centralwest-Diann Marsalek, Centraleast-Terry Diamond, Southeast-Jim Masini and Southwest-Jim Bail. Laura Kotelman has offered to be the LVCC representative. The President of CLVN also attends LVCC meetings.  Diamond explained that Marsalek is under consideration for an appointment for a judicial position and will know by the end of February if she can serve as President of CLVN. If Marsalek can not serve than Poppy will run for President. A motion was made by Jackie Price and seconded by John Riegler to accept the slate as presented. The motion passed and the slate will be presented for the election at the March meeting. Marsalek thanked Terry Diamond, Jackie Price and Norb Tatro for serving on the committee. 

CTA Report: Norb Tatro gave a report on the status of the work on the triple track. Tatro suggested individuals start looking for alternative routes. Tatro believes the Clark St. bus #22 will be packed. Tatro suggested taking the Halsted bus to the Blue Line.  The CTA may add more buses to existing routes. Tatro also suggested staggering your work hours to avoid peak rush hours. Businesses in the area should go to the BCTA Brown Line website for information on advertising during closures.   

Alderman’s Report: Bennett Lawson from the Alderman’s Office reminded residents they should shovel and meet heat standards during the cold weather. 

Announcements: Marsalek reminded members that 2007 dues are due. You can send Marsalek an email at marsalek@urbancom.net if you are not sure if your dues are due. Mail dues to Marsalek at 1108 W. Wellington. Marsalek announced that CLVN is forming Block Captains for the blocks. Anyone who wants to volunteer should let Marsalek know if you are available. The Block Captains would assist with passing out CLVN materials 3-4 times a year usually in the spring and summer. We hope to increase membership with reaching out to potential new members. A list of Block Captains will be provided at the March meeting and further information on the role of the Block Captain. Chef Everett will be cooking at Lawry’s, 1028 W. Diversey on February 22, 2006 from 6-10 pm.  

New Business: A resident inquired why she received many zoning notices. Terry Diamond indicated that the notices were required to residents living within designated feet of locations of the subject property. Concerns were raised that the property at 2918-2920 N. Sheffield and 2846 N. Sheffield are not being shoveled and both are under construction. A hearing for the property at 2918-2920 N. Sheffield is going to be held on February 16, 2007 at 2:00 p.m.  
Adjournment: John Riegler made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by Terry Diamond. Motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
