MINUTES FROM May 11th, 2006 MEETING
CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order on Thursday, May 11th, at 7:40 pm. The officers present were introduced which included Terry Diamond-Vice President, Marie Poppy-Treasurer, Jim Bail-Corresponding Secretary, Karen Gaus Recording Secretary, Pete Griffin-Area Director and Mark Staublin- Area Director. A quorum was present for the meeting.
LVCC REPORT: Diann Marsalek reported that LVCC acknowledged CLVN for signing up new members for their organization.  May 13th the Cubs will sponsor the Hamlin Park Dedication at 10am and some of the Cubs Players will be present.  A community meeting has been scheduled for the planned development of the proposed Assisted Living Center for Seniors located at Melrose and Greenview on May 23rd from 6:30pm to 8:30 pm at St. Luke’s, 1500 West Belmont.   LVCC’s Annual Meeting and Elections were rescheduled from May 18, 2006 to May 23 and to be held at Pop’s Champagne Bar at 2934 N. Sheffield.  June 15th and 16th “ROCK AROUND THE CLOCK” Festival will take place at Belmont and Lincoln.  On June 20th the 44th Ward and TRAC will have a meeting at Illinois Masonic concerning Property Taxes.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Marie Poppy, Treasurer reported the account balance is $3,291.97.
ZONING PLAN FOR CLVN: Ald. Tunney would like to present a Master Plan for the 44th Ward which will be the guideline for managing the long-term development of the ward. Ald. Tunney would like to make this presentation in the next few months and is asking each neighborhood branch to present to him their zoning plan for their area.  The master plan will cover zoning, open / green space, traffic management, affordable housing, residential and commercial development.  
As for CLVN, re-zoning the Barry/ Fletcher area has been completed is now zoned R4.5 from R5.  The 800 block of Oakdale has been approved as a landmark district by the city. Sheffield East side is proposed to remain commercial.  On the West side of Sheffield CLVN is proposing that  R6 buildings will be rezoned to R5 with the exception of 2940 and 2946 N. Sheffield which will be rezoned to B3.2 as per an existing covenant.  Also 2944 N. Sheffield will remain B3.2.  Buildings West of Sheffield to the alley on Wolfram, George, Oakdale and Wellington will be zoned R.5.  The 2800 N. Sheffield block from Wolfram to George will be zoned R.4.  The exception on that block will be 2848 N. Sheffield which has permits pulled. Existing businesses on the West side will remain B3.2. The property at 3032-3106 N. Sheffield and 1000-1010 W. Barry will remain R4. Diversey has only 4 lots left commercial (C1-2.).  The trend on this street is also been moving to residential.   A letter from CLVN will be sent to certain owners of property on the 1100 block of Diversey to notify them of our proposed zoning from C1-2 to B2.2 and to obtain their response. A letter will also be sent to the property owners on the 2800 N. Sheffield block from Wolfram to George to notify them of CLVN’s proposal to zone that portion R4 and obtain their response. The proposed zoning plan will be voted upon at the June meeting.

REQUEST FOR VARIANCE ON 815 OAKDALE REAR YARD SET BACK: A request was made by the property owners, Paula and Tyler Belnap. Their architect, Jerry Hamen, made a presentation and described this land marked property as a single family home on a double lot at the alley. There are currently 2 garages on the property. The variance is requesting to build an additional bedroom over one garage and to connect the garage to the house. The owners also seek to build living space over the second garage.  This would result in a zero rear yard vs. the 30% of the lot depth that is required by the zoning code. The proposed livable space over the garage is also outside current zoning requirements. The owners indicated they have support from the some of the neighbors. The architect stated a new garage of brick/stone will be built and a bay will be enclosed for the garbage cans. The plans/drawings were shown to the group again. Those in attendance made inquiries to the architect about the proposed request. Marsalek indicated she received a letter and email from two individuals who own property on Oakdale and George that were not in favor of the requested variance.  CLVN’s Planning and Zoning Committee reviewed the request and gave their recommendation to vote against the request.  Henry Lopez, Co-Chair of CLVN Planning and Zoning Committee stated the reasons for the committee rejecting the request. Lopez indicated that if this proposal was allowed this would set a precedent for future variances to allow living space over a garage which is not allowed by the City Zoning Code. The rear yard set back would be reduced to zero and this would not meet the open space requirements under the zoning code. A variance can be granted if the owner demonstrated a hardship and the Planning and Zoning Committee felt no hardship had been demonstrated. Individuals attending felt the proposal would limit their light which was a concern to them.  A vote was taken of 22 members:  6 voted for the variance, 11 voted against the variance and 5 individuals abstained. The request to approve the variance was denied.
Request for a Zoning Change at 860 W. Fletcher:  Dan Pecora, Owner of Erie Brush, 860 W. Fletcher and Fred Agustin, attorney for Erie Brush attended the meeting and requested a zoning change from RM4 ½ to C3-1. The business makes brushes and has been located at this address for years. The reason for the request was the business had been operating for many years without the proper business license. In order to obtain the business license they need to obtain the zoning change to C3-1. The owner indicated he would be willing to enter into a restrict covenant. The terms of the restrictive covenant included: the property would revert back to the current zoning upon any sale of the property; the property would revert back to the current zoning if the existing business is sold or changed ownership; the property would revert back to the current zoning if the existing business type changed. The property would revert back to R4.5 under the terms of the proposed covenant.  The owner indicated if he got the zoning change there will be no dwellings added to the building and the property would be used as a business. The matter will be presented again at the June meeting and a vote taken at the June meeting. 

Presentation by Central Lake View Merchants and Local Businesses:  Larissa Tyler, Executive Director of Central Lake View Merchants made a presentation at the meeting of what services the association provides to the community. The association assists in cleaning streets and keeping the community clean. In addition, she provided a power point presentation of the wide variety of businesses in the area.  Theresa Price of Lawry’s, 1028 W. Diversey also provided a power point of the “Lawry’s Tavern and Restaurant”. Lawry’s is a family business that has been in the neighborhood for many years and houses private parties. Make sure you try their fried chicken! Kevin Abercrombie of Matilda’s Baby Atlas located at 3101 N. Sheffield also presented about his business. The bar also serves food and has space for private parties. They offer specials for the neighbors.  The Paint Brush located at 2856 N. Halsted also attended but their representatives had to leave before we were able to get to their presentation. We will invite them to a future meeting.  The business introduces children to music and art. The business hosts birthday parties, summer camp and various sessions. Call them at 773-636-1968 for further information.  A special thanks to the business for attending and to Larissa. It is important that we patronize our local businesses.  We hope to invite our business members to our meetings so you can hear about their business.    
Proposed By-Laws: The item was deferred to the next meeting, as we did not have a quorum by the time we reached this item on the agenda.
CLVN Website: Marie Poppy reported the web site is done and now the site will be uploaded to the hosting service.  This should happen within the next week.  
Flower and Plant Sale Report: Poppy reported we are ready for our sale this Saturday May 13, 2006. Given the forecast the sale will be in the gym. Morning volunteers were asked to arrive by 8:30.
Executive Committee Report: Marsalek will report at the June meeting.

CTA WORK ON THE BROWN LINE: Joint meeting with other local branches and the CTA is planned for June 27, 2006 at 7pm at Advocate Illinois Masonic to discuss the work on the Brown Line. 

Wills’ Northwood’s Inn Request for a Beer Garden License at 3030 N. Racine:  The item was presented at South Lake View Neighbors for a vote. CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, attended the meeting along with some of our members.  The group approved to support the request and required a restrictive covenant. The covenant will not allow for a bar in the outdoor area, no wait staff in the outdoor area and to have all individuals return inside at 10pm every night. 
PROPERTY TAXES: Assessments will be mailed 5-22-06. Residents have 30 days to file an appeal after receipt of assessment.

Water Main Installation on Wellington:  Water Main Installation has been scheduled from June 1-July 13th. After the meeting Marsalek was notified that the work will start on May 15th or so and continue through June. Wellington will run eastbound only and there will be no parking on either side of the street during the project. Details will be provided as they become available.
