CAPS Report: Commander Rosebrock attended the CAPS meeting along with the beat officers. Beat 1932 covers Diversey to Belmont and Clark to Lincoln. Theft and criminal damage to property are the highest crimes in our area. They reminded us to lock up bikes in garages and suggested placing a baby monitor in the garage to hear if anyone might be in the building. They further suggested motion lights by house doors and the garage to scare off potential thieves. The next CAPS meeting is scheduled for December 14, 2006 at 7:00pm at the 7th floor of the hospital.  The CAPS 19th District phone number is 312-744-5574.

MINUTES From  Oct. 12, 2006 Meeting

CLVN President, Diann Marsalek, called the meeting to order at 7:40 pm.  A quorum was present. Officers in attendance: Terry Diamond-Vice President, Karen Gaus and Laura Kotelman-Recording Secretaries, Marie Poppy-Treasurer, James Bail-Corresponding Secretary and Mark Staublin, Area Director. John Riegler made a motion to approve the Sept. minutes which was seconded by Terry Diamond. Motion passed.

Presentation by Rodent Control: Marsalek introduced Greg Basil, 44th Ward Streets and Sanitation Superintendent. Greg introduced Deputy Commissioner Josie Cruz and Dominick Saul from Chicago Dept. of Rodent Control. Cruz indicated blocks in the area have been identified as having a rat problem and Rodent Control is addressing the issue.   CALL 311 for the following: if you see a rat and need bate placed into the alleys (to bate your property Rodent Control needs permission by the property owner), if you need more carts, report damaged garbage carts, lids missing, or carts with holes, report a building that lacks sufficient cans or a building that has overflowing large commercial dumpsters (the City will work to contact the property owner to address the issues.) and to report individuals diving through garbage and leaving garbage on the ground. The best way to deal with rats is to cut off their food sources-garbage and dog waste.  If you know of dog walkers who are not picking up after dogs call 311 and Streets and San can issue a citation to the dog walker.  A suggestion was made to post more signs in alleys about fines for not picking up dog waste. Cruz informed the group that prior to demolition permits being approved, Rodent Control inspects for rodent abatement. A City ordinance was passed May 1, 2006 that now allows for a 10 day hold on a demolition permit until Rodent Control has inspected and abated, if needed, prior to the issuance of the permit.  Cruz also informed the group of a task force to check on construction sites to ensure the workers are not leaving garbage at the area. A dumpster task force is now checking on restaurants. Cruz stressed Rodent Control will work with us but we need to call them with addresses and information so they can take action. You can call Greg Basil at 312-744-5028. CLVN would also like to thank Greg who has coordinated many blocks being bated in the area, has come to 2 of our meetings and has been very responsive to all our calls about rats. 

Presentation by Alderman Tom Tunney on the 44th Ward Master Plan:  The Alderman thanked CLVN members Marie Poppy and Jim Bail for their work on the plan.  About 40 individuals from community groups and service organizations across the Ward worked to create the document.  Tunney reported they are 5 designated areas that are now “Landmark”. Two blocks are in CLVN (the 800 and 1000 blocks of Oakdale). Tunney reminded us Lake View has grown over the years and become very successful. The toughest job is now managing the growth.  Tunney noted it was important to keep the community groups, residents and businesses working together for a better place to live and work. The plan is a 52 page document and is available on the 44th website or a copy can be obtained at his office at 1057 W. Belmont. Tunney wants to see affordable housing, good schools, available health care and more businesses thriving.  A resident inquired if the CHA properties in the CLVN boundaries could be improved or better maintained.  Tunney asked that we summaries our concerns so he could best address the issue.  Another resident inquired about the City looking to use rubber sidewalks. Tunney stated the City is looking at the cost, feasibility, issues with temperature and longevity. Another resident inquired about the status of the impact fees from the Vic property and if they would be used for the Kenmore Play lot.  Tunney suggested we create an overall proposal for our parks much as Marie Poppy and the now active Greening Committee is doing for Weisman Park. Tunney indicated the Chicago Park District wants to get away from managing smaller pocket parks. Tunney announced Dominick’s will be returning to Broadway with a 5 story mixed use building. There is a meeting on October 26, 2006 at Casey Hall at Mount Carmel to discuss the proposal. Whole Foods is coming to Addison and Halsted and Jewel on Southport is expanding. Marie Poppy (Co-Chair of the Zoning and Planning Committee) asked why he overruled CLVN’s recommendation to deny the zoning variance for 815 W. Oakdale, which included eliminating the entire rear yard, connecting the house to the garage and building new live able space over the garage plus the property owners could not demonstrate hardship. Tunney responded he felt it was a unique situation. Since the building was land marked the owners could not change the profile facing the street, plus the building was on an alley and on a double lot leaving plenty of open space. Tunney further commented the immediate neighbors had come forward to support the proposal.  A neighbor who initially objected came to agreement with the owners.  The owners were no longer going to be building the green house over the second part of the new 4 car garage.  Tunney reminded us individual members could have gone to the Zoning Board of Appeals to voice their own objections.  Marie questioned him as to the Zoning & Planning Committee’s concern that this decision would be setting a precedent for others to request similar relief. Tunney’s response “shows me someone who is on a double lot that will leave the second lot open”. As a point of information, the agenda’s for zoning meetings are located on the City website and individuals should check those agenda’s. Tunney told us for the most part he has deferred many zoning matters to the community organization. While no hardship was proven in the 815 Oakdale case he still felt this was a way to keep this family in the neighborhood. 

Zoning Change Request for 1114 W. Wellington: Marsalek indicated the matter will be deferred until Nov. meeting. 

Presentation Advocate Illinois Masonic Hospital: Ennis Shells made the presentation. In 60 days the hospital will be moving ahead with demolition for Inter American School. Demolition should be completed by Dec.1, 2006. A parking plan for the community was introduced consisting of parking at the lot on Halsted for $155.00 a month with parking from 5pm-9:00am. Individuals can park for the entire day, weekends and holidays. Residents from Barry presented many questions and concerns about their existing parking contracts with the school.  The Alderman and the hospital both stated notices will be provided prior to the demolition and the fate of the existing parking contracts. As part of supporting the Sheffield beautification efforts, a plan and budget for landscaping the hospital lot located at Wellington/Sheffield was presented. The fence and guardrails will be painted black and plantings will be added to beautify the corner.  

Announcements: Marsalek announced: Free flu shots on Nov. 1, 2006 at 855 W. Aldine from 10:00am-1:00pm. Bring your Medicare card. Poppy, Marsalek and Suzanne Frank (Green and Parks Committee Chair) are meeting with the Sheffield businesses to work on beautification for the street. Marsalek reported we are gaining more business members along Sheffield. Marsalek thanked Suzanne Frank, Emily MacDonald and Chris Hallett for planting our first interior corner-Wellington/Kenmore as part of our new beautification efforts.  We will have a beautification fundraiser on Monday Oct.16, 2006 at Cherry Red from 7-9 with a requested donation of $10.00. Finally, remember dues for next year will be on a calendar year beginning Jan.1, 2007. Marsalek encouraged members to pay their dues now. 

New Business: Suzanna Delisi, CLVN member and President of the Agassiz PTA, announced that Agassiz will be selling holiday wreaths and other items as a fundraiser for the school. Cash and money orders will be accepted. The orders will be accepted until Nov. 20, 2006. Contact Marsalek if you want a brochure. 

Treasurer’s Report: Poppy reported our account now has $7559.47. We now have 2 CD’s for $1000.00 each

We received $1500.00 from an anonymous donor to use for beautification and we also received an additional $1000.00 rebate from the plant sale we held earlier in the year. Our fundraiser at Mad River in Sept. made $219.00.  Adjournment: John Riegler made a motion to adjourn and it was seconded by Terry Diamond. The meeting adjourned at 9:25pm.
