MINUTES

1. Call to order and roll call
Meeting called to order at 7:07 p.m. by Dedes-Nowak

2. Approval of prior minutes
Becvar moved and B. Murphy seconded to approve to approve the minutes from Jan. 7, 2010, meeting of the Board of Directors with minor edits. Motion carried by voice.

3. Census 2010 – Jerrod Howe, 312-545-2670, jerrodhowe@gmail.com
Jerrod shared information about a Census promotions campaign in Lakeview and why the Census is important. $400 Billion will be allocated each year over the next 10 years based on Census data, and it’s an important part of political redistricting. The Census will be going out in the mail March 15 and needs to be returned by April 1. Census community outreach is focusing on tracts with lower than 50% response rate. There are some high non-response tracts in Lakeview: from Irving to Grace and Seminary to Broadway; Grace to Addison and Sheffield to Racine; Cornelia to Belmont and Halsted to Sheffield. Branches are encouraged to remind residents to return their Census.

4. President’s Report

a. Branch presidents meeting
Set for Feb. 10 at Argo Tea on Broadway. Opportunity to explore branch issues and goals.

b. Music Fest
Dedes-Nowak and Martino will meet with Zemola. Date is Aug. 28-29. The board discussed whether we’d be able to close Sheffield on the same day as a concert.

c. St. Patrick’s Day Run
Zemola made LVCC the beneficiary of this event, which we’ll get a couple thousand dollars for. 

d. Elections/Annual Meeting
The board needs to activate the nominations committee. If anyone has suggestions for topics or speakers for annual meeting, let Dedes-Nowak know.

e. Property tax seminar
CLMA is having a seminar on Feb. 11. We’ve helped let our members know about it.

f. Fundraising events we should add
Considering auction event to raise money. Kropidlowski suggested this could be part of the Founders event. Kropidlowski also suggested we could do a service seminar for condo boards in the neighborhood.

g. Staffing
We have someone just helping with a few hours here and there, but she is getting another full-time job. We should consider what we want to do for staffing going forward, balancing volunteers and committees vs. staff. 

h. Two Open At-Large Board Seats
Kata moved and Winner seconded to wait on filling vacant at-large board seats until the annual meeting. Motion carried by voice.

5. Treasurer’s Report
Total assets: $49,183; Unrestricted funds: $35,918.31

6. Committee Reports

a. Strategic Plan Committee
DeMille shared that the committee can’t do much more without direction from the board on our purpose statement. We need to be in agreement on our purpose before the Strategic Plan and By-Laws Committees can move forward. Becvar suggested we could survey board members about it. Winner suggested we could break into smaller groups to discuss different issues. B. Murphy moved to do a survey, Becvar seconded. Motion carried by voice. Becvar suggested it be drafted before the branch presidents meeting.

7. Branch and Neighborhood Updates

a. 44th Ward Report
Max shared a list of upcoming water main projects, which will result in street closures. Ald. office also wants to remind community about the property tax relief program and property taxes being due soon. 

Nothing new on Addison Park on Clark development. 

Winner asked if events will be charged for street parking when streets are closed – Max said no. 

100 parking spaces will be open to the community at the new police station on Addison. 

Becvar asked if there’s an independent report on the Neighborhood Protections not produced by the Cubs. Kropidlowski said the City produces one, which he used to work on. 

Kata asked who was responsible for 55% of property tax being due in first installment. This is an issue for state representatives/senators. Winner said TRAC is advancing comprehensive property tax reform for both residents and businesses. 

b. Cubs Concerts
Residents can pass along feedback about Cubs concerts to the Alderman’s office. Ald. needs to introduce concerts ordinance at next city council meeting, but it wouldn’t be approved until following meeting. Winner asked about Cubs fund – how much it would be and whether the community would have input on how it’s spent. Ald. said he prefers it be spent on capital projects. Lufrano said it would likely be same as last year -- $150k. Kropidlowski asked if LVCC ever took an official position on the concerts. Becvar said a while back we did. Kropidlowski will pass along a possible position to the board to consider.

8. Adjournment 

Becvar moved and Winner seconded to adjourn; motion carried by voice. Meeting adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
