MINUTES

1. Call to order and roll call
Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Dedes-Nowak

2. Approval of prior minutes 
Ludwig moved and DeMille seconded to approve the minutes from Oct. 1, 2009, meeting of the Board of Directors. Motion carried by voice.

3. Oz Park Baseball Association
Starting new kids baseball league to provide additional opportunities beyond Chicago Park District offerings. Will have six fields at various facilities. Will be very heavy on instruction. 250 kids already pre-registered. Association is a 501(c)(3) non-profit. Registration will be open to all online. 

4. President’s Report – Dedes-Nowak

a. Outreach Director Position
Exec. board voted to eliminate Outreach Director position, since a salary position doesn’t fit our needs right now.


b. Vice President Position
Dedes-Nowak nominated Will DeMille as Vice President to fill the space she vacated. Ludwig moved to approve, Winner seconded, and motion carried by voice.


c. Founders Club
Next Tue. Night at Harry Carry’s
Currently at $1,687. Last year we brought in $3,600.


d. Holiday Party
Will be Dec. 3 at Sleighmaker in partnership with CLMA. Planning to cancel the board meeting in lieu of the party. Winner suggested in the future we can rotate partners.
DeMille moved to cancel December board meeting, Winner seconded, and motion carried by voice. Next meeting will be Jan. 7


e. Considering a mix and mingle with candidates running in the Feb. election

5. Treasurer’s Report – Knight
Unrestricted funds down to $28,000. This is one of the reasons we needed to eliminate the outreach position. Need to raise some money just to keep going. We still need to send checks to Graceland Jewish Cemetery and for the food drive.

6. Branch and Committee Reports

a. Strategic Plan Committee – DeMille
Met multiple times over the past two months. Will have a draft plan for review for the next board meeting.


b. Neighborhood Updates

BHN – food drive for Lakeview Pantry at Treasure Island, Sat. before Thanksgiving.

Cubs working on putting an ice rink at Wrigley in the triangle lot for Jan.

ELVCC – Has also been working on ice rink at the old Dominick’s lot, but having difficulty because of lot ownership and bankruptcy.

7. Old Business

a. Addison Park on Clark
Kropidlowski Reported that the CDDC Oct. 28 meeting addressed parking and traffic concerns for development. Next CDDC meeting is Dec. 2. Neighborhood organizations will report then to the Alderman what their positions on the development are. 

b. Kropidlowski stated he didn’t believe there are currently significant traffic issues in that area.

Summary of four neighboring associations:

ELVN – Karatz reported that their board voted 6-5 against with one abstention.

SNA – Peters reported that their board took the position that they should stay within the height and FAR originally recommended by the CDDC. In survey of their membership with 146 responses, 50% voted against. They are largely concerned about precedent.

TN – Ludwig reported that Triangle will meet next week to review development and take a position. Informal impressions are more positive than negative so far. Their member survey was more in favor than against.

HN – Not present. Bever was at the meeting and reported that they took informal survey at last meeting, but will take a formal vote at next meeting.

The board reviewed the LVCC Online Community Survey results.

LVCC Position – Winner moved to recommend not approving the development as-is. DeMille seconded. Motion fails 7 for and 8 against.

Martino moved to write a letter that we are divided on our position, and the following concerns need to be addressed if LVCC is to support the development: height, precedent, traffic, uses, architecture, city services and FAR. Winner seconds. Martino amended motion to remove FAR and architecture from the motion. Winner rejected amended motion.

Winner moved to write a letter that we are divided on our position, and the following concerns need to be addressed if LVCC is to support the development: height, precedent, traffic, uses, architecture, city services and FAR. Karatz seconded. Motion approved 6-2.

8. Adjournment 
Winner moved to adjourn, and DeMille seconded, motion carried by voice. Meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
