Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors

AGENDA
1. Jennifer Dedes called the meeting to order at 6:32PM.  John Becvar conducted roll call and announced we had a quorum. 
2. Jim Ludwig moved and Beth Murphy seconded the approval of the minutes from Nov 11, 2008 meeting of the Board of Directors.  The motion carried by voice.
3. Treasurer’s Report - Mark Knight is excused as he is hosting the CLMA/LVCC Holiday Party.   He provided a report on Founder’s Club indicating we received nearly $4,000 from the Founders’ Club event and will be donating $400 to the veteran’s group.  We also received a $1,000 grant from the Sulzer Family Foundation and have received our check from CSEM for the Music Fest.  To date, we have approximately $21K in revenues collected this fiscal year.  We are, however, projecting a significant shortfall against our $48,600 revenue budget.  
4. Secretary’s Report – John Becvar 

a. With the consolidation of Sheil Park into WLVN, we have been informed the two representatives on the LVCC Board will be Will DeMille and Patty Craig.  
b. The work-in-progress of the 2009 Community Event Calendar, based on feedback received to date, is currently posted to the LVCC Website.  A handful of copies are available for distribution tonight.  Please provide updates as you have them.
c. As a reminder, the New Year’s Day Run/Walk will be on January 1st.  CSEM puts on this event but is always looking for volunteers to help.  A portion of the proceeds collected is donated back to LVCC.  Jennifer Dedes added Hank Zemola indicated they would have a St. Patrick’s walk with proceeds also going to LVCC.
5. President’s Report – Dedes-Nowak on behalf of Marsalek
Food Drive: Thanks to all the branches and LVCC members for their donations of non perishable food and money. All items collected are being donated to the Lake View Pantry.  The pantry will come to your location to pick up items from your branch meeting. We will collect items until February. 

Operation Mitten: Thanks to all who have donated to this cause. We raise funds and purchase hats/mittens/gloves and donate these items for the underprivileged children in the 19th and 23rd Districts. The items are distributed at a holiday party for children in the 23rd district and both districts distribute when the beat officers see children in need of these items. We have purchased over 300 items and they have been delivered to the districts.  

Events:  Founder’s Club-thanks to all who attended and contributed. We raised $4000 and donated $400 to the troops. Thanks to Harry Caray’s for their hospitality and to Carol Sohl and Maureen Martino for their work on the event. 

Non-Denominational Service: About 40 neighborhood residents attended the service just before Thanksgiving. Food and money were collected at the service and was donated to the Lake View Pantry.  Thanks to Rev. Abrahamson and Rev. Quill and the Lake View Clergy for planning this event. A thank you letter was sent to the Lake View Clergy and we hope to make this a traditional event on the Thursday before Thanksgiving. 

Branch Presidents Meeting: Crime seemed to be a concern to all and LVCC will host a series of anti-crime prevention seminars located throughout Lake View. We will address personal safety techniques, prevention of burglary and identification techniques as some of the topics.  We will also work for better communication with both the 19th and 23rd Districts. We have assembled a master calendar and ask any branch or business chamber that has not provided their 2009 dates to do so they can be included on this calendar. 
CDDC Meeting on Clark/Addison Proposed Development – Two different proposals were presented to the 44th Ward CDDC earlier this week.  One proposal is with a hotel and one is without.  People still feel they are both too tall and massive.  It was noted that at the Alderman’s suggestion, the developer is willing to donate to a build a park on School Street.  John Becvar agreed to post both proposals to the LVCC web site.
Holiday Wish: Marsalek wishes all a safe and happy holiday season. Please note the January meeting scheduled for Jan. 1, 2009 has been changed to Jan. 15, 2009 due to the holiday.   The January meeting will overview the 2009 events and be used as a planning session for 2009.  

6. Outreach Director’s Report – Sohl (excused) – Carol obtained complimentary tickets to Valkyrie for next Thursday.  The tickets were distributed at the meeting.
7. Branch and Committee Reports

a. By-Laws Committee – Lisa Iverson – In advance of the January meeting, the draft of the By-Laws will be distributed to the LVCC Board and the Branch President for review.  We will discuss them in January with a vote in either February or March.
b. Events Committee – Maureen Martino (excused) – John Becvar reported there is an Inaugural Gala tentatively scheduled for January 20th at Vines on Clark.  The Executive Board met earlier in the week to discuss the event and when Carol and Maureen are back, more details will be forthcoming.
c. Membership Committee – Terie Kata – We have printed the cards from Advocate. Resurrection; St. Joe’s is still printing. We decided to wait till spring to start a membership drive.  The schools felt the kids were too young to participate. We need to contact the high schools to see if these teens can help with this project. 
d. Transportation – Mark Minor reported the City passed the sale of the parking meters.  Also, the CTA reports we will have all four-tracks operating at Belmont by end of the month.
