Call to Order/Prior Minutes Approval David Winner called the meeting to order at 7:06 p. Jim Ludwig moved and Diann Marsalek seconded approval of the minutes as amended to add a name to the guests attending the meeting, correct a typo, and add a report for SLN. Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s Report Treasurer Knight presented his report. CD opened at Standard Bank. Jim Ludwig met with the landlord and thinks the rent increase may be averted. 

President’s Report 1. David Winner asked if there were numbers as yet on the Summer Fest. Hank Zemola indicated they are not ready, but he thinks the event will make the revised estimate of $10,000. Beth Murphy asked why the booths did not go up to the Wrigley Field wall. Jim Ludwig indicated the Clark Street businesses would prefer it were held on Clark Street. Hank Zemola indicated Tom Tunney worked hard to save the festival but realizes it should be on a major thoroughfare. Jim Ludwig and David Winner will work early to get approval of a site for next year’s fair. 2. Roscoe Village Neighbors are eager to come back to membership in LVCC. They want a revision to the bylaws concerning the dues of $4 to LVCC and $1 to the Branch. Jim Ludwig moved and Beth Murphy seconded to amend the bylaws as follows:

ORIGINAL - ARTICLE IV – MEMBERSHIP IN THE LAKE VIEW CITIZENS’ COUNCIL

Section 3.  Dues:  Any person who meets the requirements of residential membership

may become a member for one year upon payment of four dollars.   Any institution which meets the requirements of institutional membership may become an institutional member for one year upon the payment of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) and upon submitting, in writing, the name(s) of its institutional representative(s).

REVISION - ARTICLE IV – MEMBERSHIP IN THE LAKE VIEW CITIZENS’ COUNCIL

Section 3.  Dues:  Any person who meets the requirements of residential membership

may become a member for one year upon payment of his/hers annual dues.   Any institution which meets the requirements of institutional membership may become an institutional member for one year upon the payment of their annual dues and upon submitting, in writing, the name(s) of its institutional representative(s).

Annual dues shall be determined by the Board of Directors and reviewed by the Board of Directors from time to time.

ORIGINAL - ARTICLE V

Section 1              a) Each Branch shall submit, in writing to the Council at least 30 days

before the Council’s Annual Meeting, a list of its general members, not

including Associate Members as defined in paragraph (c), which shall

be a minimum of ten people.  Each Branch shall remit to the Council the membership dues for each of these Branch members, such dues to be raised in whatever manner the Branch deems appropriate.  Upon full payment of $4.00 to the Council for each Branch member listed on the Branch membership roll, each person named shall become a residential member of the Council, provided they meet the other requirements for residential membership.  The Branches may fix the amount of dues for their members not to exceed $5.00.

REVISION

a) Each Branch shall submit, in writing to the Council at least 30 days

before the Council’s Annual Meeting, a list of its general members, not

including Associate Members as defined in paragraph (c), which shall

be a minimum of ten people.  Each Branch may fix the amount of dues for their members.

ORIGINAL - ARTICLE XII – AMENDMENTS

These Bylaws may be amended at any membership meeting of the Council by an affirmative vote of the majority of those present, provided as follows:

a) Proposed amendments must be submitted in writing to the Bylaws Committee not less than fifty-six (56) days prior to the Membership meeting.

b) The Bylaws Committee shall convene to consider the proposed amendments and report to the proponents not less than forty-two (42) days prior to the Membership Meeting.

c) If the Bylaws Committee votes to recommend the proposed amendment, it shall automatically be sent in writing with the call of the Membership Meeting and placed on the agenda.

d) If the Bylaws Committee votes not to recommend the proposed amendment, the proponent may place it before the general membership by presenting to the Secretary a written petition signed by at least twenty-five (25) Council members in good standing at least fourteen (14) days before the Membership Meeting.   The petition shall state the proposed change with the signatures affixed thereto.  The proposed amendment shall then be sent in writing with the call of the meeting and placed on the agenda.  All matters not governed or covered by these Bylaws shall be determined by Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised.

REVISION - ARTICLE XII – AMENDMENTS

These Bylaws may be amended by 60% of the full Board of Directors, provided as follows:

a) Proposed amendments must be submitted in writing to the Bylaws Committee.

b) The Bylaws Committee shall convene to consider the proposed amendments and report to the full Board of Directors.

c) If the Bylaws Committee votes not to recommend the proposed amendment, the proponent may place it before the Board of Directors by presenting to the Secretary a written petition signed by at least twenty-five (25) Council members in good standing.   The petition shall state the proposed change with the signatures affixed thereto.  

d) Proposed amendments brought to the board of directors cannot be ratified until the following Board of Directors meeting.

Jim Ludwig moved and Beth Murphy seconded having the General Membership meeting at ELVN’s Oktoberfest on October 2. Motion carried.

Lee Koloze, CPD retired, made a presentation on use of 911 and 311 emergency numbers.

President’s Report  (Cont’d.) 3. The Lake View Saga belongs to LVCC again. David Winner signed the release. The project is going to move forward. LVCC is looking for sponsorship and city grants. 4. David Winner asked everyone to review the next three-month calendar so that it includes all scheduled events. 5. Jennifer Dedes reported that there have been meetings regarding traffic and police operations during the Buffett concerts. Police have been asked to treat the event the way play off games would be treated. The Cubs will be providing neighborhood protections including operation of remote parking. Connie Jurczyk asked if there will be a report to the community on police staffing. David Winner is meeting with Bennett Lawson on concert preparations tomorrow. 6. David Winner launched a discussion of how to market LVCC to grow our membership. The third Thursday of the September has been selected for a blitz of the el stations with some kind hand out that stresses “Get Involved” and refers people to the website. There are 100,000 people in Lake View.    aHawthorne HH 
John Becvar did an audit of how much communication there is between LVCC and the Branches. He asked for information from all the Branches to put on the LVCC website and asked that the Branches include a link to LVCC. Emails should have the non-subscribed wording; LVCC emails are beginning to have the wording in the text. John offered to help Branches that do not have the capability to prepare newsletters with logos and color schemes. A discussion ensued. Handing out fridge magnets rather than post cards was suggested. Faye Patterson will be invited to the next Board meeting.  Marie Poppy will handle making the contact. John Becvar is volunteering to be consultative to the Branches.  Merchants might provide prizes for visiting the website. Keep materials simple. Submit questions for a survey; then do something with the information gathered. David Winner wants us to go back to the Branches and discuss the block captain idea.    

Committee Reports     

Anti-Crime – There will be an anti-crime meeting on graffiti on August 18. Flyers were made available to the Board members. 

Branch Reports  

Written reports were received from East Lake View Neighbors, Hamlin Park Neighbors, Sheil Park Neighbors, Triangle Neighbors, and West Lake View Neighbors. These (or references to websites) were forwarded to the Board on August 4.

Old Business Jim Ludwig asked if there were a desire on the part of the Board to take a position on the smoke free ordinance. There is no timeframe on the ordinance that has been proposed. Jim Ludwig proposed a forum on the smoke free restaurant issue—have a Cancer Society rep debate a Restaurant Association person. It was agreed to be a good idea. It might be at the Southport Neighbors meeting in October.   

New Business Connie Jurczyk indicated the community should be involved in decisions regarding expansion of the rooftops. It is a draft ordinance. Bennett Lawson indicates the community process begins now. David Winner will discuss at the meeting with Bennett Lawson tomorrow.  
Adjournment The meeting adjourned at 9:05 p. The next meeting is on September 1, 2005, at the LVCC office. Two discussions at next meeting block captains and what the LVCC dues structure should be.
